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Abstract

This research aimed to 1) study the components of academic leadership
of school administrators, 2) analyze the components of academic leadership of
school administrators, and 3) examine the components of academic leadership
of school administrators under the Office of the Primary Educational Service Area
1, Chumphon. The research was mixed-methods research. The conceptual
framework was derived from Weber. The population consisted of 1,200 teachers
from 107 schools under the Office of the Primary Educational Service Area 1,
Chumphon. The sample consisted of 291 people, which were obtained by using
the Krejci and Morgan table to determine the sample size. The research method
was divided into 3 steps: Step 1: study the components of academic leadership
of school administrators by analyzing related research documents and
interviewing experts; Step 2: analyze the components of academic leadership of
school administrators; and Step 3: examine the consistency of the developed
model with empirical data. The instruments used in the study were a 5-level
rating questionnaire and an open-ended interview. The statistics used for data
analysis were percentage, mean, standard deviation, and confirmatory factor
analysis.

The research results found that: 1) The academic leadership components
of educational administrators consisted of 6 components: vision, curriculum
management, learning process organization, creating an atmosphere conducive
to learning, innovation and technology development, and learning culture. 2)
The results of the analysis of the academic leadership components of
educational administrators found that there were 6 dimensions and 3 8
subcomponents. And 3) The linear structural relationship model of the academic
leadership components of educational administrators developed with empirical
data was consistent.
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
