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Abstract
This quantitative study investigated the interplay between school principals’

ethical leadership and teachers’ psychological safety in primary schools under the Phra
Nakhon Si Ayutthaya Primary Educational Service Area Office 1. The objectives were to (1)
determine the levels of principals’ ethical leadership and teachers’ psychological
safety; (2) examine the relationships between teachers’ personal factors and their
psychological safety; (3) test the association between principals’ ethical leadership and
teachers’ psychological safety;, and (4) identify the combined influence of teachers’
personal factors and principals’ ethical leadership on teachers’ psychological safety. The
sample comprised 320 public-school teachers selected through multi-stage sampling
based on Krejcie and Morgan’s table. Data were collected with a five-point Likert
questionnaire whose reliability coefficient was 0.98. Descriptive statistics (frequency,
percentage, mean, standard deviation) and inferential statistics (Pearson’s correlation and
multiple regression) were employed for analysis.

Findings indicated that principals’ ethical leadership was rated at a very high level,
while teachers’” overall psychological safety was high. Teachers’ gender and age were
weakly but significantly related to psychological safety (p <.05). Principals’ ethical
leadership showed a moderate positive correlation with teachers’ psychological safety
(p < .05). Together, teachers’ personal factors and principals’ ethical leadership accounted
for 64.30 percent of the variance in psychological safety (p <.05), with age, justice, and

caring emerging as significant predictors.
