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Abstract

This article analyzes the "restroom" as a space where political economy
and gender identity converge. It explores the relationship between the allocation
of public resources and the definition and control of gender identity, while
comparing international legal frameworks with the Thai context. The research
employs documentary analysis and draws on concepts from Foucault, Butler,
and feminist legal theories.

The findings indicate that restrooms are spaces reflecting power dynamics
and social inequality. The binary segregation of restrooms by birth-assigned sex
reinforces an unjust power structure, negatively impacting LGBTQ+ individuals,
particularly transgender and non-binary people, in terms of health and social
participation. International law is clearly more progressive than Thai law in
recognizing the rights and juridical subjectivity of transgender individuals.

The article therefore proposes "deconstructing" conventional
understandings of the restroom to create a "space of acceptance," a crucial
foundation for building a just society. The shift toward equitable restrooms is not
merely a design issue; it is a contestation over meaning and the power to define

oneself in public spaces, and the forging of human rights' normative force.
