Use in -
depth interviews Select specific key informants including 1) A group of 5 large plot farmers in Ban
Phon, 2) Those who promote and support group management under the philosophy of Sufficiency
Economy: There were 5 people. The results of the research found that 1) The quality of salak
fruits deteriorated quickly. The bark dries out quickly within 3 - 5 days when stored. at room
temperature This is because the shells of the salak are arranged like the scales of a snake. This
gives the fruit another name: snake fruit. This arrangement causes a lot of space between the
peels, along with the peel being clingy. Arrange the internal fibers peel loosely Causing the fruit
to dehydrate. It comes off the fruit easily and faster than other types of fruit trees. Moreover,
the bark of the fruit has sharp thorns and is not convenient for consumption. 2) Some fruits of
the fruit are not desired by the market, such as fruit that has fallen out of grade and is left over
and rotten in the market. A certain amount and groups of villagers in Phrom Khiri District or
agricultural groups in the area still have problems with product processing. into various products
3) Develop and find ways to increase marketing channels for products, which will make
the community able to rely on self and will be sustainable forever.
