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Abstract

This article aimed to present the network of good people and crime reduction. Thailand
faced a severe crime crisis, ranking 1st in ASEAN, 4th in Asia, and 4th globally in crime rates. This

situation reflected the increasingly severe prison overcrowding problem. Although the
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government had invested enormous budgets in suppression, the results were opposite - the more
suppression, the more cases increased, reflecting the failure to address the root cause. The
decline of the good people's network had left Thai society lacking moral immunity, allowing crime
problems to grow rapidly. The restoration of the good people's network through systematically
organized Buddhist organizations was therefore a key to sustainable crime solution. Historically,
Thai society had Buddhism as a main pillar in shaping people's minds and behaviors through
creating a "network of good people" or "network of virtuous friends" that connected homes,
temples, and schools. These links to "Buddhist organizations" were crucial in bringing morality to
Buddhist activities, combined with Thai arts and culture, which were important in cultivating virtue
and ethics among people, with temples serving as centers coordinating these networks. The
alarming crime statistics reflected increasingly severe problems. Despite the government's massive
budget allocation to address these issues, the results were contrary - more suppression led to
more cases. Therefore, it was necessary to establish a network of good people to reduce crime
problems through the P-E-A-C-E Model.
