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Abstract

This research article aims to: 1) study the context and needs; 2) develop a learning
management model; and 3) study the effects of using the instructional model to enhance
innovative creative thinking skills. This was an action research study, with a purposive sample of
30 postgraduate students in the Professional Teacher Certificate Program. The research
instruments included: 1) a questionnaire on context and needs, 2) a learning management model,
3) a test of creative thinking skills, and 4) a satisfaction questionnaire. Statistical analyses used
were mean, standard deviation, and t-test for hypothesis testing. The research findings revealed
that: 1) The overall context for learning management was at a low level (X = 2.48, S.D. = 0.71)
Conventional teaching methods hinder the development of creative thinking skills, and the
overall need for developing a model was at a high level (X = 4.10, S.D. = 0.65) This sentence
highlights the strong need for development through a model that promotes creative thinking
skills. 2) The developed learning management model comprised 7 components and 5
instructional steps: survey, design, application, evaluation and improvement, and dissemination.
This model was found to be highly appropriate (X = 4.31, S.D. = 0.12) This points to the
development of an instructional model that is clear, systematic, and appropriate. And 3) The
results of using the learning management model showed that: 1) students' post-learning creative
thinking skills had a very high average, accounting for 80.98 percent. 2) post-learning academic
achievement was significantly higher than pre- learning at the .05 level. 3) the model's
effectiveness was 80.73/80.98. 4) overall satisfaction was at a high level (X = 4.27, S.D. = 0.47).
