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Abstract

This research aimed to study: 1) the effects of creative arts activities using the Round Robin
technique on promoting language abilities in young children, and 2) young children’s satisfaction
with such activities. This study employed a pre - experimental research design using a one - group
pretest - posttest design. The sample consisted of 14 young children aged 3 - 4 years in
Kindergarten 1/2, first semester of the 2025 academic year, at St. Catherine Kindergarten, selected

through cluster random sampling. The research instruments included: 1) creative art lesson plans,
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which received appropriateness evaluation at the highest level (X = 4.57, S.D = 0.47); 2) a language
ability observation form with content validity ranging from 0.67 to 1.00 and overall reliability of
0.84; and 3) a satisfaction interview form with content validity ranging from 0.67 to 1.00. Data
were analyzed using mean, standard deviation, dependent t - test, and content analysis. The
research findings revealed that: 1) the mean language ability scores of young children after
participating in creative art activities using the Round Robin technique were significantly higher
than before participation at the .05 statistical significance level, with overall language ability at an
excellent level; and 2) the majority of children expressed positive feelings toward the activities,
particularly when working peers. They felt happy, joyful, delighted, excited, and proud of their
work. They had opportunities to make choices and engage in hands - on activities independently,
could identify their favorite activities, and expressed a desire for similar activities in the future.
