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Abstract

Inclusive education provides students with special needs or those requiring additional support the
opportunity to receive an education equal to that of their typically developing peers. Teachers and educational
staff must understand effective strategies and their roles in managing learning environments that accoommodate
the diverse needs of students through evidence-based practices. Using Inclusive Classroom-Based Adaptation
helps educators understand and embrace diversity in students' abilities and needs. This approach involves
adapting teaching methods by breaking down content into smaller steps, modifying the classroom environment
to allow for collaborative learning, and providing accommodations that support students' access to content
without changing the curriculum itself. These accommodations may include extended time, appropriate
materials, and teacher assistance. Modifications may be made to meet the specific needs and abilities of
individual students. Additionally, particular adaptations are applied to help students achieve the same learning
objectives as their peers. These strategies align with three key principles of Inclusive classroom - Based
Adaptation: 1) Adaptations Based on Student Characteristics, 2) Adaptations Based on Types of Learning, and
3) Instructional Strategies for Specific Levels of Learning. Together, these approaches ensure that inclusive

education is equitable, effective, and supportive for all students.
