This research article has the objectives 1) to study the principles of practice for reducing
Kamaguna As it appears in the Tripitaka, 2) to study the essence of sensual Kamaguna and the
principles of practice for reducing Kamaguna in the Nippethika Sutta, 3) to analyze the principles of
practice for reducing Kamaguna pleasures in the Nibbedhika Sutta, By analyzing data from the
Tripitaka, The research results found that; the principles of practice for reducing Kamaguna as it
appears in the Tripitaka include the principles of Trisikkha, the principles of 5 cessations, the principles

of Samatha meditation, the principles of developing Vipassana, the principles of Satipatthana, and the
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principles of the Noble Truths. The essence of sensual pleasures in the Nibbedhika Sutta: Kamaguna,
types clinging in namely: the form, the sound, the smell, The taste and touch, There is lust that causes
one to be infatuated with, that binds, ties, and fastens like the large intestines and small intestines,
and like a florist stringing together many garlands.

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Abstract

This research aims to (1) study the academic leadership in the digital era of school
administrators in the Wang Bost - Bo Thai Academic Development Center, Phetchabun Province,
(2) examine the development of academic leadership in the digital era based on the Four Noble
Truths among school administrators in the same academic center, and (3) propose strategies for
developing digital skills based on The Four Noble Truths to enhance academic leadership in the
digital era. The research employs a mixed-methods approach, collecting data through
questionnaires from 124 respondents. Statistical analysis includes mean, standard deviation, and
content analysis from interviews with 12 experts. The research findings are as follows: 1. The
overall level of academic leadership in the digital era among school administrators in the Wang
Bost - Bo Thai Academic Development Center is high, with an average score of 4.38 and a standard
deviation of 0.36. Key findings include: (1) a clear vision in utilizing technology for learning
development (mean = 4.50, SD = 0.54), (2) digital technology enhancing management and
operational efficiency in academic leadership roles (mean = 4.49, SD = 0.59), (3) the use of digital
technology for communication and coordination within institutions (mean = 4.43, SD = 0.61), (4)
support for personnel development through digital technology (mean = 4.43, SD = 0.57), and (5)
emphasis on developing analytical and problem-solving skills in the digital era (mean = 4.43, SD
= 0.62). 2. The development of academic leadership in the digital era based on the Four Noble
Truths among school administrators in the Wang Bost - Bo Thai Academic Development Center
includes: (1) digital vision, (2) digital networking for academic collaboration, (3) utilizing digital
technology for learning, (4) effective communication skills, and (5) personnel development. 3.
The proposed strategies for developing academic leadership in the digital era based on the Four
Noble Truths among school administrators in the Wang Bost - Bo Thai Academic Development
Center are: (1) enhancing technology skills for administrators, encouraging study visits to model
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schools, and creating digital strategic plans for educational institutions, (2) establishing a
centralized online platform for knowledge exchange, such as Cloud systems or Learning
Management Systems (LMS), and promoting administrator and teacher participation in digital
networks, (3) providing teacher training on technologies such as Al, AR/VR, and e-learning, and
supporting online platforms like Google Classroom or Microsoft Teams, (4) promoting the use of
digital communication tools within schools, such as LINE, Facebook Workplace, or chatbots for
student interaction, and (5) encouraging digital training in areas like coding, data analytics, and the
use of digital platforms for teaching, along with appointing technology advisors in schools.

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Abstract

This research aims to: (1) to study the level of administrators' characteristics based on
the Kalayanamitta-dhamma principles in the Group of Effective Network Schools of Educational
Promotion Management 4 under the Pathum Thani Primary Education Service Area Office 1.; (2)
explore methods for developing administrators’ characteristics based on the Kalayanamitta -
dhamma principles within the same network; and (3) propose administrative development
guidelines aligned with the Kalayanamittadhamma principles. A mixed-methods research
approach was employed, with quantitative data collected from 165 administrators and teachers
through a questionnaire. Descriptive statistics, including mean and standard deviation, were used
for analysis. Qualitative data were gathered through interviews with seven key informants and
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analyzed using content analysis. The research findings revealed that: 1) The results of the study
on the level of administrators' characteristics based on the Kalayanamitta-dhamma principles in
the Group of Effective Network Schools of Educational Promotion Management 4 under the
Pathum Thani Primary Education Service Area Office 1, overall, were at a high level. Arranged from
the highest to the lowest average, they are as follows: (1) non-corrupting (not leading others to
corruption), (2) Patient in speech, (3) Lovable, (4) Pleasant, (5) Respectable, (6) Effective
communicator, and (7) Ability to explain profound matters. 2) The methods for developing
administrators' characteristics based on the Kalayanamitta-dhamma principles are as follows: (1)
Non-corrupting: Administrators should uphold ethical standards, maintain transparency and
fairness in management, and serve as role models. (2) Patient in speech: Administrators should
encourage open dialogue, actively listen to staff feedback, and handle criticism constructively. (3)
Lovable: Administrators should create a friendly atmosphere, be approachable, and encourage
staff participation. (4) Pleasant: Administrators should engage in continuous self-improvement, set
an example in both knowledge and ethics, and effectively share their expertise. (5) Respectable:
Administrators should be transparent, respect personnel, promote professional growth, and
demonstrate fair and disciplined leadership. (6) Effective communicator: Administrators should
communicate effectively to strengthen organizational relationships, ensuring clarity and credibility
in decision-making. (7) Ability to explain profound matters: Administrators should simplify complex
concepts and convey knowledge efficiently. 3) The proposed development guidelines for
administrators in the Group of Effective Network Schools include: (1) Non-corrupting:
Administrators should act as ethical role models, enforce discipline, promote transparency, and
prevent misconduct. (2) Patient in speech: Administrators should remain open to diverse opinions,
exercise emotional control, view criticism as an opportunity for growth, and make well-considered
decisions. (3) Lovable: Administrators should foster a warm atmosphere, use humor, and engage
with staff sincerely to build trust and camaraderie. (4) Pleasant: Administrators should
continuously develop themselves, support professional learning, establish networks, and
systematically plan school improvements. (5) Respectable: Administrators should lead with
integrity, fairness, and transparency while cultivating confidence and professional demeanor. (6)
Effective communicator: Administrators should articulate messages clearly and concisely, involve
staff in decision-making, and use positive communication to inspire collaboration. (7) Ability to
explain profound matters: Administrators should simplify complex topics, use diverse
communication methods, and encourage staff participation in learning and teamwork.
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Abstract:

The objectives of this research are 1) to study the structure and essential content of
the Sattatth@na Sutta, 2) to study the Sattatth@na Sutta for practicing Vipassand meditation,
and 3) to analyze the Sattatth@na Sutta for the practice of Vipassana@ meditation.
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The result of the study found that the Sattatth@na Sutta was found in the SaMyutta
Nik@ya, which is a discourse on the seven aspects, with essential content in which the Buddha
explains the contemplation of the five aggregates through these seven aspects and three methods
of contemplation through; contemplation as Elements (DhQtu), contemplation as Sense Bases
(Ayatana), and contemplation as Dependent Origination (Paticcasamupp@da). These teachings
were delivered according to the Buddha's own disposition and constitute a narrative discourse
(Nidd@na-vacana).

The study of the Sattatth@na Sutta for practicing Vipassand meditation found that 1)
clear comprehension of the five aggregates (Khanda), 2) understanding the arising of the five
aggregates, 3) understanding the cessation of the five aggregates, 4) the path leading to the
cessation of the five aggregates, 5) the benefits of the five aggregates, 6) the dangers of the five
aggregates, and 7) the escape from the five aggregates. And three methods of contemplation
namely 1) contemplating them as elements, 2) as sense bases, and 3) as dependent origination.

The analysis of the Sattatth@na Sutta for practicing Vipassan@ meditation found that
1) clear comprehension of the five aggregates as impermanent, suffering, and non-self, 2) the
arising of the five aggregates through delight and attachment, 3) the cessation of the five
aggregates through non-delight, non-attachment, and non-clinging, 4) the path leading to the
cessation of the five aggregates, which is the Truth of Path (Magga-sacca), 5) the benefits of the
five aggregates, which is the Truth of the Origin of Suffering (Samudaya-sacca), 6) the dangers of
the five aggregates, which is the Truth of Suffering (Dukkha-sacca), and 7) the means of liberation
from the five aggregates, which is the Truth of Cessation (Nirodha-sacca). Furthermore, there is
analysis three methods of the contemplation of elements, sense bases, and dependent
origination, which is the practice of Vipassan@ meditation for attaining Enlightenment (Magga),
fruition (Phala), and Nibb@na.

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Abstract

This research objective that: 1) To study the current state of learning the principles of
Buddhist religion. 2) To build and validate the performance of the Metaverse application on the
Sammappadhana IV. and 3) To analyze Buddhist innovations in communication through the
Metaverse application on the Sammappadhana IV for self-learning. The research study a mixed
methods. Consisting of qualitative research in objective 1) and quantitative research in objectives
2) and 3). The sample group was 50 students in Grade 9 of Udomwittaya School. Data were
collected using the Sammappadhana IV test and the satisfaction measurement form. Qualitative
data were analyzed using content analysis and quantitative data were analyzed using descriptive
statistics and Testing by Paired Samples t-test.

The research results found that The current state of learning the principles of
Buddhism is the integration of the principles into learning activities, but the Sammappadhana IV
are not yet included in the details of the learning content. The research study developed the
Metaverse application on the Sammappadhana IV to enable students to participate in self-
learning. It is the development of media, including: Base 1: Preparation room, student dressing
room, Base 2: Teaching media room, rules room, and Base 3: Self-learning room. The application
performance is 82.80/85.00. The results showed that students who used the Metaverse
application on the Sammappadhana IV had a statistically significant higher mean self-learning
score after using the application (p-value<0.05) and the overall level of satisfaction with the use
of the application is at a high level.

Abstract

This research study on the factors influencing work engagement of employees at the
Government Housing Bank (GHB) in Northeastern Thailand has three objectives: (1) to examine
the effect of job characteristics on work engagement of GHB employees in the Northeastern

region, (2) to investigate the effect of perceived organizational support on work engagement of
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GHB employees in the Northeastern region, and (3) to analyze the effect of work motivation
factors on work engagement of GHB employees in the Northeastern region. This study employed
a quantitative research design. Data were collected using questionnaires distributed to GHB
employees, contracted staff, and bank workers in the Northeastern region. The data analysis was
conducted using frequency distribution, percentage, mean, and standard deviation. Multiple
regression analysis was also applied to test the hypotheses, with a statistical significance level set
at 0.05.

The findings revealed that, overall, the studied factors—namely job characteristics,
perceived organizational support, and work motivation factors—significantly influenced the work
engagement of GHB employees in the Northeastern region. However, in some aspects, these
factors did not show a significant effect on work engagement.

Abstract

This independent study aimed to explore strategies for increasing housing loan
approvals for self-employed customers at the Government Housing Bank, Chanthaburi Branch.
The research methodology involved interviews with individuals related to loan approvals,

including the branch manager, the head of the loan department, loan service officers, approved
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loan applicants, and prospective loan applicants of the Government Housing Bank, Chanthaburi
Branch, totaling 30 participants. The sample group was selected using purposive sampling.
Additionally, data were collected via questionnaires from 350 self-employed customers of the
branch, using both purposive and simple random sampling methods. Data collection was
conducted in person through online questionnaires. The findings revealed that the most suitable
initial strategy to increase housing loan approvals for self-employed customers at the Government
Housing Bank, Chanthaburi Branch is to modernize the process through digital systems. This
modernization would address key weaknesses of the bank, significantly increase approval
opportunities for self-employed customers, and achieve tangible results while maintaining control
over time and budget.

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Abstract

The objectives of this study are: (1) to analyze the problems related to the lower-than-
target savings deposits at the Government Housing Bank (GHB), Pluak Daeng Branch, Rayong
Province; (2) to examine the marketing mix factors (4Ps) that influence the increase of savings
deposits at the GHB Pluak Daeng Branch; and (3) to propose 4Ps marketing strategies to enhance
savings deposits at the GHB Pluak Daeng Branch. This research employed a mixed-methods
approach. The qualitative study was conducted through in-depth interviews with 17 key
informants selected using purposive sampling. The quantitative study involved a survey of 203
respondents, using both purposive and simple random sampling. Data were collected through
online questionnaires.

The findings revealed that: (1) the causes of low savings deposits stemmed from
personnel, processes, customers, marketing, technology, and environment; (2) the overall
opinions on the marketing mix (4Ps) factors influencing savings deposits were rated at a high level;
and (3) the most effective short-term strategy for increasing savings deposits is improving internal
processes and branch services. This approach enhances customer experience and satisfaction
immediately, leading to stronger loyalty and confidence in the bank’s services. It is also highly
cost-effective, requiring minimal investment and relying mainly on existing resources, without the
need for high-cost technological systems. Furthermore, the feasibility of this strategy is high, as it
can be implemented immediately and is well accepted by both employees and customers.
Employees are ready to adapt, while customers can clearly recognize the improvements, resulting
in direct benefits for service quality and deposit growth.

This independent study aimed to identify the causes and develop strategies to
increase sales of the “Koom Nirun” life insurance policy of the Government Housing Bank, Central
Rayong Branch. The research methodology included interviews with executives and officers of the
Government Housing Bank involved in providing the “Koom Nirun” life insurance service at the
Central Rayong Branch, as well as a group of 20 policyholders selected through purposive
sampling. The second group of participants comprised 200 customers who had purchased the
“Koom Nirun” life insurance policy from the Central Rayong Branch, selected using a combination
of purposive sampling and simple random sampling. Data was collected personally via an online
questionnaire. The findings revealed that the most effective strategy to increase sales was
“employee training,” as it received the highest total score, could be implemented immediately
without heavy reliance on external resources, and had a direct impact on the quality of product
presentation. The strategies of “media development” and “customer tracking systems,” although
requiring initial investment, were found to have positive medium-term and sustainable impacts.
The researcher recommends implementing employee training in conjunction with the
development of promotional media within the first three months, followed by the planning and
installation of a customer tracking system in the medium term. This prioritization should serve as
a framework for strategic planning in terms of resources, budgeting, and implementation timeline.

Developing a sustainable development process for the Tham Luang community. 3. Integrating
friendship networks with the economic and social development of the Tham Luang community.
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Qualitative research was used. Key informants included monks, community development experts,
Tham Luang Forest Park officials, organization groups, community entrepreneurs, and members
of the public, totaling 30 monks per person. The research instruments used included interview
forms and descriptive data analysis.

The results revealed: 1. Lessons learned from the Tham Luang Integrated Social
Movement: Social movements of local communities, social movements within and outside the
area, integration of multiple sectors, and systematic coordination leading to community
development roles. Social capital contributed to the development of the community economy,
leading to the sustainable development of the Tham Luang-Khun Nam Nang Non Forest Park. 2.
Developing a sustainable development process for the Tham Luang community, based on the
community's existing capital base, community development planning, ongoing collaborative
activities, and the continuation of community development activities from the past to the present.
The development model considers economic activities consistent with the community's way of
life. 3. Integrating friendship networks with the economic and social development of the Tham
Luang community. The community development network model fosters relationships between
members of the Tham Luang-Khun Nam Nang Non Forest Park commmunity and surrounding areas.
In the Doi Nang Non National Forest Reserve, there are joint activities in the form of a network of
cooperation and community development networks, which are of three types: exchange
networks, communication networks, and coexistence networks.

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Abstract

The objective(s) of this research was 1) to study the effectiveness of communicative
activities of the second-year B.A.. students’ English speaking ability in the Faculty of Humanities,
MCU, 2) to develop the student’s communicative activities used in the classroom in the Faculty
of Humanities, MCU, 3) to evaluate the student’s communicative activities to develop English
speaking ability by the second-year B.A., students’ English speaking ability at the Faculty of
Humanities in MCU. This research design is a mixed method, namely a qualitative and quantitative
study. The research tools are questionnaires and open-ended interviews. For the population,
there are 72 persons from second-year B.A., students within the Faculty of Humanities at
Mahachulalongkornrajavidyalaya University, selected by convenience sampling. The questionnaire
for students’ perceptions and attitudes toward communicative activities was administered after
the experiment. The SPSS analysis showed that students have mixed feelings about students’
speaking communicative activities. This study revealed a significant statistical difference between
the student’s English speaking scores before and after learning through communicative activities.
The findings also showed that learners had positive perceptions and attitudes towards the use of
communicative activities. Students’ English speaking ability significantly improved at the 0.05 level
after participating in communicative activities. The post-test scores (M=21.51) were higher than
the pre-test scores (M=10.59). These results indicate the effectiveness of communicative activities
on enhancing students’ English speaking ability. They had highly positive perceptions of
communicative activities in the classroom (M=4.34). The suggestion was that researchers could
compare the effectiveness of communicative activities in learning English speaking ability with

other approaches such as task-based learning.

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Introduction

In the context of globalization, English stands out as one of the most widely used
languages in the world, recognized as a global language employed by people worldwide for
communication, collaboration, and global development. Soares (2011), reports that 400 million
individuals speak English as their first language, and over 900 million use it as their second
language. This number is expected to continue growing as English becomes increasingly prevalent
for various purposes and in diverse settings, including international organizations such as the
United Nations, the International Monetary Fund, and the Asia-Europe Meeting. Furthermore,
English serves as a communication medium in international business, various professional sectors,
including the tourism and travel industry, and particularly within educational contexts across
various fields.

The similarity of English language needs in Thailand to those of modern-world countries
is evident. Each year, Thailand attracts a significant number of foreigners for diverse reasons such
as business, tourism, and education, leading to a substantial surge in the demand for Thai citizens
to acquire English communication skills. Consequently, for numerous decades, the Thai
government has been steadfastly supporting the integration of English education into the
curriculum, starting from kindergarten and extending through the tertiary level. Furthermore, the
government extends its support to vocational students, who are destined to become an essential
part of the labor force, by mandating their enrollment in multiple English courses. These courses
specifically emphasize the use of English for effective communication in their daily lives and
future workplaces.

Several researchers, including Wongsuriya (2003: 145), Promshoit (2010: 121-131),
Phuphanpet (2007: 161-168), and Kethongkum (2010: 139), who have investigated the listening
and speaking skills of vocational students, all concur that these students exhibit shortcomings in
their speaking proficiency. They struggle to engage in English conversations. The researchers also
point out that these deficiencies stem from various factors. Firstly, students have limited
opportunities to utilize English outside the classroom. Secondly, they struggle to apply the
knowledge acquired in real-life situations, and their vocabulary range is quite limited, making it
challenging for them to express themselves effectively in different contexts. Thirdly, their lack of
confidence in speaking English poses a significant hurdle. Fourthly, many English teachers do not

prioritize speaking practice due to time constraints. Fifthly, schools often lack adequate teaching
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materials for enhancing speaking skills. Lastly, students often harbor negative attitudes toward
learning English, influenced by their past learning experiences.

Based on my two-year teaching experience at Intrachai Commercial College, it is evident
that many vocational students strugsle with their English speaking skills, as reflected in their
consistently low to moderate grades in English conversation courses. These difficulties in speaking
can be attributed to three main factors: the students themselves, their teachers, and the
curriculum. Firstly, students often lack the motivation to engage in English conversation and lack
clear objectives for improving their speaking abilities. Secondly, teachers face time constraints,
which prevent them from organizing communicative activities that would provide students with
opportunities to practice speaking. Additionally, many teachers primarily rely on traditional
teaching methods that emphasize grammatical structures, which means that students rarely get
the chance to practice speaking or interact with their peers in the classroom. Lastly, the curriculum
is also a source of concern. According to the guidelines set by the Office of the Vocational
Education Commission in 2010, vocational students are only required to dedicate two to three
periods per week to English studies. This limited time allocation does not provide adequate
opportunities for students to practice and develop their speaking skills.

Moreover, if vocational students continue to struggle with their English speaking
abilities, it could hinder the country's development, as they may lack the necessary skills to
compete in global industries such as business, travel and hospitality, education, science, and
technology. Therefore, the adoption of Communicative Language Teaching (CLT) in the classroom
has been introduced as a means to enhance students’ speaking proficiency through engaging in
communicative activities.

The goal of communicative language teaching is to develop communicative
competence, which focuses on using language for various purposes and functions. This includes
adapting language use to different situations and people, creating and understanding different
types of texts, and maintaining communication even when one's language knowledge is limited
(Richards, 2005: 168). According to Moss and Ross-Feldman (2003), communicative activities
encompass any activities that encourage learners to speak with and listen to others. These
activities serve two crucial language needs: preparing learners for real-life language use and
supporting the breakdown of language knowledge. By employing communicative activities,

students can also receive practice for completing tasks, boost their motivation, have opportunities
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to learn natural language and establish a social context that fosters learning (Littlewood, 1998:
198).

As mentioned earlier, the use of communicative activities can improve students’
speaking abilities. However, there is limited research on the use of communicative activities with
B.A. English students. Consequently, it is essential to investigate whether the use of
communicative activities can enhance the speaking skills of B.A. students. This study can serve as
a guide for developing the speaking skills of B.A. second vyear students through the
implementation of communicative activities. It proposes numerous effective communicative
activities that can be used with B.A. second year students in English classroom settings. The
outcomes of effective communicative activities, specifically in enhancing speaking abilities in
English, could benefit individuals involved in English language teaching in various ways:

Curriculum  developers, English teachers, educators, course developers, and
administrators aiming to assist students with speaking difficulties can utilize the study’s findings
as guidelines for developing and revising English courses for B.A. second-year students who may
lack the motivation to learn English. The study’s results can be valuable for classroom teachers
in B.A,, English institutes. They can implement effective communicative activities in their
classrooms to enhance B.A., second-year students’ speaking skills, thereby equipping these

students for success in the contemporary job market.

Objectives of the Study

The objectives of the study are as follows:

1. To study the effectiveness of communicative activities of the second-year BA, students’
English speaking ability in the Faculty of Humanities, Mahachulalongkormrajavidyalaya University.

2. To develop the student’s communicative activities used in the classroom in the
Faculty of Humanities, Mahachulalongkornrajavidyalaya University.

3. To evaluate the students’ communicative activities to develop English speaking
ability by the second-year B.A,, students’ English speaking ability in the Faculty of Humanities,

Mahachulalongkornrajavidyalaya University.
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Research Methodology

The research methodology consists of research design which is a mixed method,;
namely qualitative and quantitative study. The research tools are questionnaires and open-ended
interviews. For the population, there are 72 persons from second-year B.A., students within the
Faculty of Humanities at Mahachulalongkornrajavidyalaya University, selected by sample
methods. The questionnaire for students’ perceptions and attitudes toward communicative

activities was administered after the experiment. Data was analyzed using the SPSS system.

Results of Study

The Communicative Activities’ Effectiveness on Students’ Speaking Ability

This section presents the findings regarding Research Question 1: Are the second-
year B.A. students at MCU improving their English speaking skills through communicative activities?

Descriptive statistics were used to calculate the mean scores and standard deviation of
the second year B.A. students’ English speaking ability on both the pretest and posttest. Then, a
paired t-test was conducted to compare the mean scores of the pretest and posttest, aiming to
assess the effectiveness of the communicative activities on students’ speaking ability.

The paired t-test analysis conducted on the mean scores of the pretest and post-test
revealed a statistically significant difference between them. Table 1 presents the comparison of
the overall mean scores of the pretest and posttest for the second-year B.A. students.

Regarding Table 1, the results indicate a significant difference between the pretest and
posttest scores of the second year B.A. students’ speaking ability at the .06 level. The post-test
mean scores (M= 21.67, S.D. =2.346) were higher than the pretest mean scores (M=12.59, S.D.
=3.421).

The Speaking Ability Improved After the Experiment

The variance between the mean scores of the pre-test and post-test was examined for

each function.
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In order to examine the improvement in speaking ability after the experiment, thirty-
two students were required to complete both pretest and posttest assessments on one of the
English language functions. The initial 72 students were assessed on the first three functions:
asking for and giving directions, describing people, and ordering a meal, while the remaining 72
students were evaluated on the last three functions: making a phone call, scheduling an
appointment, and booking a hotel room.

The paired t-test analysis conducted on the mean scores of the pretest and posttest
across all functions revealed a statistically significant difference between the mean scores of the
pretest and posttest for each function. Table 4.2 and Table 4.3 demonstrate the comparison of
the pretest and posttest mean scores for the second year B.A. students on the English language

functions, respectively. Table 4.2 shows the mean score of pre-test and post-test of first three

functions.

As depicted in Table 2, the mean scores of the posttest surpassed those of the pretest
across all functions. The highest mean score in the posttest among the first three functions was
for the ordering a meal function (M=25.64), exceeding that of the pretest (M=14.78), followed by
the asking for and giving directions function (M=20.75), which was higher than the pretest mean
score (M=12.39), and the describing people function (M=23.65), which also exceeded the pretest
mean score (M=12.39). Table 4.3, presents the comparison between the pretest and posttest for
the last three functions.

As indicated in Table 3, the mean scores of the posttest exceeded those of the pretest
across all functions. The highest mean score in the posttest among the last three functions was
for the making a reservation for a hotel room function (M=23.52), surpassing the pretest mean
score (M=12.73). This was followed by the making a phone call function (M=22.87), which was
higher than the pretest mean score (M=10.89), and the making an appointment function
(M=22.47), which also exceeded the pretest mean score (M=8.54).

This section presents the findings regarding Research Question 2: What are the
students’ perceptions regarding the use of communicative activities in the classroom?

Students’ Perceptions Towards the Use of Communicative Activities

Students’ perspectives on using communicative activities were gathered from a self-
rating questionnaire.

To investigate students’ perceptions regarding the use of communicative activities,
students were asked to complete a perception questionnaire, rating each item on a five-point
scale ranging from “Strongly agree” to “Strongly disagree”. Their self-rating scores from the
perception questionnaires were analyzed and computed for mean and standard deviation, then
interpreted across five levels from very low to very high. The findings indicated that students held
a highly positive perception of the use of communicative activities in the classroom, rated at a
very high level (M=4.43). Table 6 displays students’ perceptions of the use of communicative
activities in the classroom.

As indicated in Table 4, the overall mean scores of students’ perceptions regarding the

use of communicative activities in the classroom were very high, with a mean score of 4.43. The
results unveiled that students held positive perceptions towards using communicative activities.
Among the items, learners displayed the highest perception towards item 5 (M=4.67), indicating
that communicative activities encourage classroom participation. Following this, learners
demonstrated the second highest perception towards item 1 (M=4.46), expressing that learning
through communicative activities creates a relaxed and enjoyable atmosphere for learning English.
However, learners exhibited a relatively lower level of positive perception towards item 4
(M=4.09), indicating that they did not fully understand the procedure of performing
communicative activities.

Students’ Attitudes towards the Use of Communicative Activities

To investigate students’ attitudes towards communicative activities, they were asked
to complete a questionnaire, rating each item on a scale from very low to very high. The self-
ratings were then analyzed to calculate the mean and standard deviation, and were interpreted
into five levels from very low to very high. The results indicated that students had a very high
positive attitude towards the communicative activities used in the classroom (M=4.45). Table 4.6

shows these attitudes in detail.

According to Table 5, the overall mean score for learners' attitudes towards

communicative activities in the classroom was very high, with a mean score of 4.45. This indicates
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that learners generally had a positive attitude towards these activities. Item 9 received the highest
positive attitude, with a mean score of 4.68, where learners felt that communicative activities
motivated them to speak English. Items 1 and 10 both received the second-highest positive
attitudes, each with a mean score of 4.56, indicating that learners found the communicative
activities interesting and appropriate for English class. However, item 4 received the lowest
positive attitude, with a mean score of 4.06, as most learners felt the procedure for using

communicative activities was clear.

Conclusion

This study investigated the impact of communicative activities on improving the English
speaking abilities of 72 second-year B.A. students. The research had three main objectives: to
assess the effectiveness of these activities, develop suitable classroom activities, and evaluate
their impact on students’ speaking skills. Conducted over 24 hours across two months, excluding
pretests and posttests, the study used various instruments including lesson plans, speaking rubrics,
and questionnaires. Results showed significant improvement in students' speaking abilities, with
post-test scores (M=21.51) surpassing pre-test scores (M=10.59). Students' perceptions of the
activities were highly positive, highlighting increased confidence, fluency, and classroom
engagement. Overall, the study affirmed the effectiveness of communicative activities in
enhancing English speaking skills, with students appreciating the engaging, varied, and confidence-

building nature of the tasks.

Discussion

The primary objective of this research was to evaluate the effectiveness of
communicative activities in improving English speaking skills among second-year B.A. students at
the Faculty of Humanities, Mahachulalongkornrajavidyalaya University. Additionally, the study
focused on developing and assessing the communicative activities employed in the classroom. A
mixed-method approach, combining both qualitative and quantitative data from questionnaires
and interviews, was used to gain comprehensive insights into the students' experiences and the
overall impact of the intervention.

The findings revealed a significant enhancement in students' English speaking abilities

after the implementation of communicative activities. The post-test mean score (M=21.51) was
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notably higher than the pre-test mean score (M=10.59), indicating a statistically significant
improvement. This positive outcome aligns with previous studies, such as those by Promshoit
(2010) and Phuphanpet (2010), which also reported significant gains in speaking abilities through
communicative tasks.

Students' attitudes towards the activities were overwhelmingly positive, with a mean
attitude score of 4.34, reflecting high satisfaction and perceived value. These activities encouraged
more frequent English speaking, diverse practice opportunities, and increased confidence among
students.

The study highlighted several benefits of communicative activities, including active
participation, catering to different learning styles, and building self-confidence. Future research
should explore the long-term effects of these activities and compare them with other instructional

methods to optimize English language education.

Suggestions

Due to the course arrangement, there was a suggestion in selecting the participants.
The study aimed to investigate the students' English speaking ability, so the researcher had to
choose the class enrolling in Developing Skills for English Communication 1. Participants were
selected through convenience sampling, which decreased the generalizability of the findings. The
limited time of three weeks given for the experiment also influenced the study, as research
conducted over different periods might yield different results.

Suggestion for Further Studies

To provide a clearer picture of the integration of communicative activities for learning
English, the following suggestions for further studies are proposed:

1. Researchers could apply communicative activities to develop workers’ speaking
abilities in workplaces like hotels, restaurants, or factories to prepare them for the ASEAN
Economic Community's trend of using English as the main language of communication.

2. Researchers could use communicative activities to enhance other English skills,
including listening and reading.

3. Researchers could compare the effectiveness of communicative activities in learning

English speaking abilities with other approaches, such as task-based learning.
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Abstract

This thesis entitled “The Problems of English Reading Skills of First-Year Students at
Sitagu Buddhist Academy Thanlyin in Yangon of Myanmar”. The objectives of this study are: (1)
to study the English reading skills of first-year students at Sitagu Buddhist Academy Thanlyin in
Yangon, Myanmar, (2) to analyze the problems of English reading skills of the first-year students
at Sitagu Buddhist Academy Thanlyin in Yangon of Myanmar. The study was a mixed method both
quantitative and qualitative. Questionnaires were used for collecting quantitative data from 55
students at Sitagu Buddhist Academy Thanlyin in Yangon, Myanmar and the key information from
the in-depth interview was used for collecting qualitative data from four lecturers. In  this
research, statistics including Frequency, Percentage, Mean and Standard Deviation (S.D) were used
for quantitative data and a content analysis is used for analyzing qualitative data. In this study,
the researcher chose 55 first-year students as a sample in the academic year of 2023 to 2024. In
the general background, the 54 respondents of this study were male and only one respondent
was female. The 24 respondents of this research were 21 to 30 years old or 43.6% and the 31
respondents of this research were 31 up years old or 56.4%. According to the respondents of this
research questionnaires, the result had shown that the participated students encountered with
problems in Reading English. In objective one, the resultant average of students’ English reading
skill was X =2.402 and SD=0.854 and in the result of objective two, the resultant average of
students’ English reading skill was X 2.428 and SD= 1.114.

By learning these two resultant averages, the first-year students’ English reading skill
were at very low level. In the result of in-depth interview, the lecturers gave some suggestions to
solve the problems encountered by their students. The problems to solve were to study
grammar, vocabulary, to have self-confidence or motivation, to make self-study more and
practices. The researcher also suggested that the students basically should study basic grammar,
vocabulary, self-study and practices, and to have self-confident and motivation. And also, they

should set specific goals to improve their skill.

Introduction

Today, language skill is of vital important in educational, social, religious, political, and
economic affairs. Through languages skill, people can easily know the emotion, belief, and ideas
of others. To be effective relationship, languages skill is essential in daily activities. Over 60 nations
in the world, English is used as an official language in the country, and have dominant place in a
further 20. English also becomes influential in all six continents (Thuy Nga, Nguyen, 2022). And
over 50 million children study English as an additional language at primary level; over 80 million
study it at secondary level (Phan Thi Tho, 2023, p.1). Furthermore, many international meetings
such as world economic forum, world religious conference and international world peace summit
that hold in the region also use only English medium during the conferences (A Shin Indaka, 2017,
p.1). So nowadays “English language becomes global” (David Crystal, 1997-2013, p.1).

In English language, there are four skills: listening skill, speaking skill, reading skill and
writing skill. In reading skill, the readers have many aims of reading their subjects. Among them,
reading skill is one of the obstacle things for every English learner. Actually, English reading skill
become one of the skills to study for students because English reading skill has come together
with listening and speaking. Without having the basic knowledge of listening and speaking skills, it
is difficult for collecting data to read. In fact, necessary information used as data for reading come
from many sources such as formal documents, text books, newspaper, journal and so on.

Grellet stated that there are two major reasons for students to read any text, first is
reading for pleasure and the second is reading for getting information (F. Grellet, 1999, pp.3-25).
Oberholzer also stated that it is more important to understand the main point message of the
text than to know the mechanical skill of reading (B. Oberholzer, 2023). Investigating of above
scholars’ point of view, how reading is important was known. Similarly in the curriculum of Sitagu
Buddhist Academy Thanlyin’s education system, the students have to study the text of English
and try to comprehension of their English text. Students are required to understand the general
theme of their text and to understand each part of their text word by word. Most of first-year
students are facing with difficulties in reading their English text because English language is not
their first language and they are lack of vocabulary knowledge. Most of students came from
Myanmar language educational background. All of their subjects written by English are compulsory

for students. And while reading English text, they do not understand the main idea of the passage.
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Thus, they should get command on these aspects of reading to improve their English reading
skills.

Therefore, the researcher feels that some of first-year students in Sitagu Buddhist
Academy Thanlyin are not efficient enough to explain any particular content on their own. There
are lacunae in the development of English reading skills among the first-year students in Sitagu
Buddhist Academy Thanlyin. Therefore, the researcher is trying to find out problems existing in
the acquisition of English reading skill among the first-year students at Sitagu Buddhist Academy
Thanlyin. The main objective of the researcher is to identify the problems faced by the first-year
students in acquiring English reading skills. In conclusion, the aim of this research is to know the
problems of English reading skills. It is very important to know the problems of English reading
skills and to know the categories of English reading skill. In this research, the researcher will
research the problems of English reading kill of first year students at Sitagu Buddhist Academy
Thenlyin. The first-year students will gain many ideas from this research how to know their
problems of English reading and how to analyze the categories of English reading skills after having

been investigating them.

Objectives of the Study

1. To examine the problems of English reading skills of the first-year students at Sitagu
Buddhist Academy Thanlyin in Yangon, Myanmar

2. To propose effective solutions for English reading skills of the first-year students at

Sitagu Buddhist Academy Thanlyin in Yangon, Myanmar

Research Methodology
This research is quantitative and qualitative of mixed methods research. Research area is
in Sitagu Buddhist Academy Thanlyin in Yangon of Myanmar. The chosen population of this study
was the four lecturers and the 55 first-year students at Sitagu Buddhist Academy Thenlyin in
Yangon, Myanmar in the academic year of 2023 to 2024. Therefore, this number represented the
population of this research. For the research tools, two types include: (A) Questionnaire for
participants and (B) an in-depth interview to four effective lecturers.
(A) a research questionnaire was prepared by the researcher with significant 34
questions to explore how and what the students have problems in English reading skills and to
know the students’ opinions what they need to analyze English reading skills in Sitagu Buddhist

Academy Thanlyin. It included three parts as follow: Part (I) the participants’ general background

information, part (Il) participants’ opinion on the problems of English reading skills and part (lll)
analyzing the problems of English reading skills based on students’ opinions.

(B) In the in-depth interview, in this part is to investigate why the students had the
problems in reading English at Sitagu Buddhist Academy Thanlyin. The researcher asked the
questions to four effective teachers from Sitagu Buddhist Academy Thanlyin. Because, the
researcher tentatively guess that the teachers could understand why their students had problems
in English reading skills.

Data was collected by the researcher only one month and finished in 8 March 2024. After
collecting data, the collected quantitative data was analyzed with SPSS Software. And in the
qualitative data, to know why their students had problems in English reading skills, the researcher
interviewed to four effective lecturers. After that, the answers were written down by the

researcher on the paper.

Results of the research

This research objective one was to study the English reading skills of the first-year
students at Sitagu Buddhist Academy Thanlyin in Yangon of Myanmar. In the objective one, 16
statements were included as prepared questionnaires for the participants. The finding results of
the 16 statements were as follows:

In the objective one, according to analyzing with SPSS software by combining all part one
question, the researcher finds the results of English reading problem of the first-year students at
Sitagu Buddhist Academy Thanlyin. The average mean (X) of the first-year students’ English reading
problems is (2.402) and SD is (0.854). So, the level of the first-year students’ English reading skills
is low. That is, the problems of the first-year students in English reading skill is high and that
results highlight that they have the high-level problems to solve in their English reading skills.
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This research objective two was to analyze the problems of English reading skills of the

first-year students. In objective two, 18 statements were included as prepared questionnaires for

the participants. The finding results of the 16 statements were as follows:

In the objective two, according to SPSS software by combining all part two questions, the
researcher finds the results of analyzing problems of English reading of the first-year students at
Sitagu Buddhist Academy Thanlyin. The average mean (X) of the first-year students’ analyzing
problems of English reading is (2.428) and SD is (1.114). So, the level of the first-year students’
English reading skills is low. That is, their problems in the English reading skill are high and also,
they have the high-level problems to solve about their English reading skills.

Result of an In-Depth Interview with Five Lecturers

Researcher used two questionnaires and one suggestion to four lecturers. 1. What are the
problems in English reading skills of first-year students at Sitagu Buddhist Academy Thanlyin?
Please! 2. What are the proper ways to be good at English reading skills of first-year students at
Sitagu Buddhis Academy Thanlyin in Yangon of Myanmar? 3. Please give some suggestions for this
research to analyze the problems in English reading skills of Sitagu Buddhist Academy Thanlyin in
Yangon of Myanmar. After interviewing with four lecturers, there was finding results from four
different individuals (Ven, Kondannya, Ven. Maghinda, Ven. Pandita, Ven. Maghinda) regarding the
problems of English reading skill and an analysis of English reading skill among the first-year

students at Sitagu Buddhist Academy Thanlyin.
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According to question one: most of students have poor vocabulary, the weakness of
knowing basic English grammar.

According to question two: students should make their reading skills in self-studies,
understand basic grammar, read a lot of books and have to make a note in their notebook.

According to question three: the four lecturers gave suggestions, that is, students need to
brush up on their reading comprehension skills, to fine the best technique, to conduct surveys
and interviews with the students, teachers and administrators to gather their perspective on the

challenges faced in English reading.

Discussion

In this section, the researcher discusses the problems of English reading skills encountered
by the first-year students from Sitagu Buddhist Academy Thanlyin. Nowadays, English becomes
the popular language in academic fields and other important functions. Policy maker, language
planners and teachers in their respective fields in the world are indicating the need to increase
the students of confidence and quality in English skill. In this part, the researcher prepares to
discuss the finding results and show how this research are consistent with other studies and in
the review of the literature in the chapter two. The aim of this study is to investigate the problems
of English reading skills of the first-year students from Sitagu Buddhist Academy Thanlyin. The
method of this research has used both qualitative and quantitative. The tool of data analysis is
SPSS software version. As it has described in the chapter four, the respondents include 44 male
students and only one female in the finding results. All populations are studying in the first
academic year at Sitagu Buddhist Academy Thanlyin.

This current research finding is relevant with Nongnat Chawwang’s research about an
investigation of students’ English reading problems of Thai 12" Grade students in
Naknonratchasima Education Region. He investigates the differences in English reading problems
among the science students and the arts students concerning with sentence structure, vocabulary,
and reading comprehension. His research tool is the differences of English reading problems
among the science students and the arts students. After conducting his research, he found that
30% of the science and arts students gave the correct answers. That is, most of them, over 70%
of both science and arts students had problems in all three area. The reading ability of the science
students and of the arts students was at a low level. It can be concluded that there were no
differences in reading ability between students in the science and the arts groups.

However, in this current research, according to the questionnaires results, most of
respondents are lack of English reading skill. They do not have enough knowledge about English
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reading skill. For example, they do not know the word meaning when reading the English text,
and so on. They have many problems in reading English text. When the researcher interviewed
the lecturers, they replied their views on their students about English reading skill and the
problems about English reading and they gave a lot of suggestions about English reading to focus
on basic grammar, vocabulary, and to read English books more and more, to make self-study and
practices it more and more in order to improve the first-year students’ ability in English reading
skill.

Consulsion

This research examined the problems of English reading skills among first-year students at
Sitagu Buddhist Academy Thanlyin in Myanmar, using a mixed-methods approach with SPSS
software for data analysis. Based on responses from 55 students (44 males, 1 female) and
interviews with four lecturers, the findings revealed significant difficulties in English reading skills,
with students performing at a very low level. Key challenges included weak grammar and
vocabulary, leading to poor comprehension. Lecturers recommended increased self-study, regular
reading of English books, and a stronger focus on foundational language skills to improve
proficiency. The study highlights the need for targeted interventions to enhance students' reading
abilities.

Suggestions

To improve English reading skills, students should focus on basic grammar, vocabulary,
self-study, practice, confidence, and motivation, while employing active strategies like asking
questions, making connections, and taking notes. Lecturers at Sitagu Buddhist Academy Thanlyin
should address students' confidence issues, tailor teaching methods to their needs, and
incorporate interactive activities to enhance engagement. Future research should explore diverse
methodologies, such as mixed-method studies, to examine English reading skills in broader
contexts, including individual student performance and the impact of different learning levels.
Additionally, students should assess their reading proficiency to align with the academy’s

objectives, ensuring effective language skill development.
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Abstract

Evaluating the effectiveness of English teaching skills among English teachers is
essential for enhancing English language instruction and improving learning outcomes among high
school students. This study examined the effectiveness of teaching practices used by English
teachers at government high schools in War Ba Lauk Thauk Village, Yangon, with the aim of
understanding their perceptions, classroom strategies, and areas needing improvement. The
objectives included assessing current teaching skills, identifying appropriate teaching models and
techniques, and evaluating their impact on student learning.

A mixed-methods approach was employed, combining documentary analysis and
qualitative methods. Interviews were conducted with 10 English teachers randomly selected from
a total of 45 at the high school in War Ba Lauk Thauk Village to capture diverse perspectives.

Data analysis indicated moderately high effectiveness across various aspects of English
teaching, with average ratings between 4.3 and 4.7. English teachers demonstrated a willingness
to adopt innovative teaching models, integrate technology, and implement modern teaching
techniques to better support their students.

The assessment of teaching effectiveness showed consistently high ratings, ranging
from 4.0 to 4.8, in areas such as the use of assessment tools, delivery of constructive feedback,
and promotion of student engagement. Classroom observations provided additional insights into
teaching practices, student behavior, and classroom dynamics, all of which are critical for
improving the learning experiences of high school students.

Survey results revealed that 80% of the English teachers reported strong confidence
in their teaching abilities, and 100% actively participated in classroom instruction and professional
responsibilities. While many strengths were noted, areas such as the use of varied assessment
methods (60%) and access to teaching resources were identified as opportunities for further

development.
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Overall, the findings confirmed that English teachers showed strong commitment to
improving their teaching effectiveness and supporting high school students’ language learning.
Through effective use of assessment, responsive feedback, and learner-centered strategies,
English teachers aimed to create engaging and meaningful English learning experiences within the
context of Myanmar’s high school education system.

Introduction

Language mastery continues to be a fundamental competency in education,
underpinning cognitive growth, academic success, and the capacity for lifelong learning.

To meet this demand, English teachers at the high school level are entrusted with a
critical responsibility. They are not only expected to possess a strong command of the English
language but must also demonstrate pedagogical expertise in effectively delivering language
instruction. The quality of English education depends heavily on the teachers' ability to design
communicative and learner-centered lessons, assess students' linguistic progress accurately, and
foster an environment that supports the practical use of English in real-world contexts. Equipping
English teachers with both linguistic proficiency and instructional skills is therefore essential to
ensure the successful transmission of this vital 21st-century competency to Myanmar’s high
school students.

English plays a crucial role in daily life, not only because it is the medium of
communication in many international gatherings—such as the World Economic Forum, the World
Religious Conference, and the International World Peace Summit—but also because it is the
dominant language in global media. Moreover, English serves as the primary language for
academic research, international business, aviation, tourism, and digital communication. Many
scientific journals, online courses, and technological resources are available mainly in English,
enabling access to global knowledge and innovations. In professional and personal contexts alike,
proficiency in English opens the door to broader opportunities, cross-cultural understanding, and
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active participation in the global community. Therefore, "The social-cultural explanation books at
the way people all over the world, in many walks of life, have come to depend on English for

economic and social well-being. (Crystal, David, 2013) If a person does not have good skills in the

English language may not get a higher position in a company because most of the companies in
the region have to contact international companies. That is why; many countries especially in the
Asian region have to study English as a compulsory subject in government schools now.

Among the Asians, Myanmar, abandoned by international communities for many
decades due to political instability, is a member of the Asian economic community. Now, her our
nation her? Who? is moving to the transitional period last few years ago and some international
business companies also are coming for investment in Myanmar. As a result, the English language
would become a challenge for Myanmar's new generation soon if they do not prepare for their
English proficiency Knowing the requirement for English language proficiency in the region, the
Myanmar government decided to reform the English language pedagogy and its training
implications for the improvement of the national education system. (Thandar Soe, 2015) Myanmar
High School Students have to study English as a compulsory subject in government schools.
English is being introduced to ever younger children. The educated or even fairly educated people
had to use English for official, professional, educational, and other purposes. Its education policy
and curriculum mandate English as a compulsory second language because of its global nature,
Ministry of Education. Myanmar people are generally able to manage most aspects of daily life
using the Myanmar language, which often results in limited use of English in real-life
communication. However, this creates challenges when individuals are required to communicate
in English, particularly in academic, professional, or international settings. Recognizing the global
importance of English, the Ministry of Education in Myanmar has included it as a compulsory
second language in the national education policy and curriculum. This policy aims to equip High
School Students with the necessary language skills to engage with global affairs, pursue higher
education, and access broader career opportunities. (Ministry of Education, 2017)

Thus, for students who study at least to graduate level, English is taught as an essential
subject for more than sixteen years of their educational life. CLT has the reputation of being one

of the best approaches for second or foreign language learning. (Savignon, S.J., 2003) For nearly

two decades, the Communicate Language Teaching approach has been used to teach and learn
English in Myanmar.
The teachers in Myanmar's public schools come from a wide variety of economic and

educational backgrounds. Myanmar teachers themselves many of them lack proficiency in spoken
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English and most of the teachers have no training in English language teaching. The effect of using
traditional teaching methods has proved to be counterproductive, encouraging rote learning. The
teacher English skill of teacher as a required project, work hard to memorize who? Students or
teacher or both of them? the textbook contents and language forms and get high marks in their
exams, yet the majority are unable to acquire even a minimum competence in the language
needed for effective communication. As a result, traditional teaching methods—where English
teachers often require High School Students to memorize textbook content and language
structures—continue to dominate classrooms. This emphasis on rote memorization prioritizes
exam performance over practical language use, leading many High School Students to achieve
high test scores without developing the communication skills necessary for real-world English
proficiency. (Mollah Mohammed Haroon-Ar Rasheed, 2011)

In Myanmar, schools belong to both government and private sectors. English is taught
in the early grade at the government institutions but they have English teaching method problems
and needs of English teachers. Therefore, it is no surprise that many graduates do not speak
English at all. So, the teacher of high school will face difficulty with getting a better job and stand
a better chance of getting to a foreign school for higher studies. For this reason, the majority of
the English teachers cannot ensure the policy of giving equal opportunity to everyone in Myanmar
society.

In this study, the development of English teaching skills among English teachers at
Government High Schools in the peaceful village of War Ba Lauk Thauk is explored. This village is
tucked away in the beautiful surroundings of the Yangon Division in Myanmar. The development
of English language education in this area is a reflection of the larger opportunities and difficulties
that face educators across the country. Due to its rich cultural legacy and growing global
connectedness, Myanmar is at a crossroads when the development of English language fluency

becomes both a necessity and an objective.

Objectives of the Research

The objectives of this research are as follows:

1. To study the English Teaching Skills of English teachers in a government high school
in War Ba Lauk Thauk village, Yangon division

2. To examine the effectiveness of English teaching skills in government high schools
in War Ba Lauk Thauk village,Yangon division

3. To develop effective model and techniques of English teaching skills in government
high schools in War Ba Lauk Thauk village, Yangon division
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Scope of the Study

Scope of Content: This thesis aimed to examine the English language teaching skills
and techniques of English employed by the English teachers in a government high school in War
Ba Lauk Thauk village, Yangon in Myanmar, studying and analyzing thematic documents and
interviewing English teachers and finding out the solution ways.

Scope of Population: government high school English teachers at War Ba Lauk Thauk
village, Yangon was selected for this research study.

Scope of Area: Therefore, the scope of the study was focused on government high
schools which are very famous in War Ba Lauk Thauk village, in Myanmar.

Scope of Time: The period of the study was started from October 2022 to February
2024.

Research Design

This research adopted a mixed-methods approach that combines documentary
research and qualitative research methodologies to comprehensively investigate the research
subject. The study involves conducting interviews with English teachers and collecting data for
subsequent analysis.

Research Tools

The methods used to collect data are the documentation and interviews with English
teachers and focus on school discussions. The main methods used in this study include; (1) English
teachers' survey, (2) interviews with English teachers, and (3) high school observation.

Sample Participants

The 10 English teachers were selected for the sample represent a diverse group in
terms of experiences, attitudes, and backgrounds. While the English teachers all originate from
the government high school in War Ba Lauk Thauk village, their experiences and perspectives may
vary due to factors such as their years of teaching, specific subjects taught, and individual teaching

philosophies.

Finding Results of the Study

In this research, we delved into the heart of our research study, "The Development of
English Teaching Skills of English teachers in Government High Schools, War Ba Lauk Thauk Village,
Yangon." The primary aim of this chapter was to present the analysis of data gathered during the
research process and to provide findings that shed light on the current state of English teaching

The desire for
a better teaching environment was expressed (80%). These findings offer insights for enhancing

Questions 1, 2, and 3: Average rating: 4.3, with a standard deviation of 0.5. Indicates a
high level of agreement among respondents.

English teachers are open to new teaching models and techniques (Q1), receive
training on innovative methods (Q2), and use technology in teaching (Q3).

Questions 4, 5, 8, and 10: Average rating: 4.6 to 4.7, with a standard deviation of 0.5.

Strong agreement on student-centered learning (Q4), effective teaching components
(Q5), technology integration (Q8), and long-term teaching goals (Q10).
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Questions 6, 7, and 9: Average rating: 4.3 to 4.4, with a standard deviation of 0.5.
Slightly lower scores suggest variability.

Interest in collaborative teaching (Q6), need for resources (Q7), and challenges in
adopting new methods (Q9).

The survey indicates a positive outlook among English teachers, with a willingness to
embrace innovative methods, use technology, prioritize student-centered learning, and
collaborate. However, there's recognition of the need for resources and support to implement
new methods effectively. These insights can guide interventions to improve English education in
the region.

Question 2: Average rating of 4.6 with a standard deviation of 0.5 shows high agreement

on assessment practices, with unanimous acknowledgment from all English teachers.
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Question 3: Average rating of 4.0 with a standard deviation of 0.6 signifies moderately
high effectiveness in collecting feedback, with all English teachers aligned on its importance.

Questions 4, 5, 8, and 10: Received high average ratings ranging from 4.7 to 4.8, with
low standard deviations, indicating strong agreement on positive indicators of teaching
effectiveness among all English teachers.

Questions 6 and 7: Average ratings of 4.2 and 4.1 respectively, with standard deviations
indicating some variability, still reflect moderately high effectiveness in teaching adaptability and
improvement strategies among all English teachers.

Question 9: Average rating of 4.1 with a standard deviation of 0.6 suggests moderately
high effectiveness in envisioning and tracking long-term impacts, with all English teachers in
agreement.

Overall, the survey shows consistent perceptions of moderately high to high
effectiveness in various aspects of English teaching skills among educators. The findings highlight
the importance of assessment practices, feedback mechanisms, adaptability, and long-term
impact tracking for continuous improvement in English language education. These insights can
guide interventions and professional development initiatives to further enhance teaching
effectiveness and student outcomes in the region.

English teachers’ Interview Results

The interviews conducted with 10 English teachers in Myanmar shed light on various
aspects of English language teaching within government high schools. These insights are crucial
for understanding teaching quality and student outcomes. The analysis of the interviews revealed
the following key points:

Various assessment methods were employed, with an average rating of 4.6.

Component ll: Developing English Teaching Skills in Government High Schools

English teachers showed openness to new teaching models (Question 1).
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Some received training on innovative methods (Question 2).

Technology utilization varied, with one teacher standing out for extensive use
(Question 3).

Strong belief in student-centered learning (Question 4).

Identified essential components of effective teaching (Question 5).

Component lll: The effectiveness of English teaching skills

Measurement of Teaching Effectiveness (Question 1): English teachers used diverse
methods to assess effectiveness.

Use of Assessment Metrics (Question 2): English teachers employed various metrics to
evaluate teaching methods.

Collection and Utilization of Feedback (Question 3): Feedback from High School
Students and parents was crucial for adjusting teaching approaches.

Positive Indicators of Teaching Impact (Question 4): English teachers identified
indicators such as improved test scores and increased student confidence.

Strategies for Addressing Challenges (Question 5): English teachers employed
innovative techniques and sought support to overcome challenges.

Overall, the interviews highligshted English teachers' commitment to continuously
improving their English teaching skills. They utilized diverse assessment methods, embraced
feedback, and employed effective strategies to enhance student learning experiences within the
context of English language education in Myanmar.

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Abstract

The purpose of this study was to undertake the topic “An Effective Way Of English Writing Skills
of Third-Year Myanmar Students at the Faculty of Humanities in Mahachulalormgkomrajavidyalaya university”.
This study consists of two objectives, namely; 1) To study the problems in the English writing skills of Third-
year Myanmar students in Faculty of Humanities at Mahachulalongkornrajavidyalaya University. 2) To analyze
the problems in the English writing skills of 3rd year Myanmar students in Faculty of Humanities at
Mahachulalongkornrajavidyalaya University. There were about 70 students who are studying Bachelor of Arts
in this Faculty, and the researcher has randomly chosen 40 third-year Myanmar students regarding this
research in the academic year 2023-2024.

The results of the study were as follows:

1) This study followed both quantitative and qualitative research methodology employing the
questionnaires, interview and suggestion, comments developed by students and lectures composing to
address the level of the English writing skills for them. All data from 40 students was analyzed by SPSS
software version by using frequency, percentage, mean and standard deviation, something like that.
Therefore, Regarding the analysis, the results of the solution to the problems have many ways to improve
the majority of students were facing problems in the English writing skills because of their weaknesses in
understanding all types of English writing skills, and grammar, vocabularies, sentence structure,
pronunciations, sub-verb agreement, and lack of transitional words and also mistaking spelling. But in this
research study, the researcher was mainly the purpose of the improving of the English writing skills on the
English ~ writing  skills of 3rd year Myanmar students in Faculty of Humanities at
Mahachulalongkornrajavidyalaya University, MCU.

2) In this research study, the result finding was found that after analyzing all questionnaires, all

After interviewing individuals and
conducting research on English writing competency, the researcher also intends to offer some

The 40 respondents being Myanmar
students who are studying in the 3rd year class at Faculty of Humanities in Mahachularkornrajavidyalaya
University mentioned their opinions by putting the mark “v” directed in questionnaires by the researcher to
study their problems at the English writing skills.

3.2 In-depth interview: For qualitative data of this research, researcher took an interview
about the English writing skills to the five teachers who are from the Faculty of Humanities and teaching the
3rd year students, and to get key informants, interviewed them about the problems in the English writing
abilities of their students who are studying in the 3rd year class of Bachelor of Arts.

There are two questions mainly in interviewing the teachers:

1) Teachers’ highest educational level and position

2) Opinions and suggestions of teachers about problems in the English writing skills of the 3rd
year Myanmar students of Bachelor of Arts from Faculty of Humanities in Mahachularlongkornrajavidyalaya
University, Lamsai, Wang Noi, Ayutthaya.

4. Data Collection: There are two kinds of question in this research which are questionnaires
and in-depth interview.

For the in-depth interview, five teachers interviewed by the researcher and recorded their
replying about the English writing skills of the 3rd year Myanmar students from Faculty of Humanities in
Mahachularlongkornrajavidyalaya University.

5. Data Analysis: In The method being quantitative and qualitative used in this research. For
data analysis, statistical package for Social Science (SPSS) version used by the researcher to find out the
results from analyzing the questionnaires. The replying of five teachers from in-depth interview put originally
by the researcher in conceming English writing proficiency.

Posai, and Mr. Nilratama Klinchan) regarding the challenges and solutions for the English writing skills among
3rd year Myanmar students in the Faculty of Humanities at Mahachlalongkornrajavidyalaya University, MCU
in Thailand.

According to objective one: (1) The respondents agree that the English writing skills are a
challenging task for students and identify several problems that students may face, including some students
lack of enthusiasm and confidence, forgetting the vocabularies or spelling, unknowing subject-verb
agreement, paragraph, usage, and sentence structure, incomprehensibility of grammar, ineffective time
management, and difficulty expressing ideas. Therefore, the students know the need for their English
problems but never solve them, such as the skills of listening, speaking, reading, and writing.

According to objective two: (2) To solve these problems, the respondents suggest several
strategies, such as providing training in English writing skills, preparing and practicing free writing, and
brainstorming beforehand. Some lectures mention expressing the students’ ideas and thoughts and not
wasting their time. The students are tailoring their English writing to the audience's interests, giving them more
opportunities to practice their skills.

The summary of finding the result of their comments Respondents also recommend conducting
survey research and face-to-face interviews to gather deeper insights into the students' English writing skill
problems and solutions. Overall, the responses highlight the importance of English writing skills for 3rd year

Myanmar students and provide valuable recommendations for improving these skills.
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Conclusion and Discussion

The aim of this study was to investigate the problems in the English writing skills among 3rd year
Myanmar students in Faculty of Humanities at Mahachulalongkornrajavidyalaya University, MCU, Thailand.
The research had two main objectives: first, to study the problems in the English writing skills of 3rd year
Myanmar students in Faculty of Humanities at MCU, and second, to analyze the ways to solve the problems
in the English writing skills of 3rd year Myanmar students in Faculty of Humanities at MCU. The research
involved a target population of 40 third-year Myanmar students, all of whom participated in the study. The
research utilized both quantitative and qualitative research methods, including questionnaires and in-depth
interviews with lectures.

In this part of the quantitative analysis, it was observed that the majority of students faced
challenges in the English writing skills, with very high agreement levels on issues such as the encounters, lack
of grammar, vocabularies, sentence structure and subject-verb agreement, and difficulty expressing ideas
regarding proficient English writing. These findings underline the significance of addressing these problems to
enhance the English writing skills of these students. The qualitative part of the research involved in-depth
interviews with five lecturers from the Faculty of Humanities at MCU. Their responses echoed the needs of
unknowing of them identified in the quantitative analysis. They stressed the needs for training in English
writing skills, the importance of preparation and practice, and tailoring subject-verb agreement, grammar,
vocabularies and sentence structure about the proficiency English writing. Overall, this study provides
valuable insights into the issues faced by third-year Myanmar students in the English writing skills and suggests
practical strategies to help them overcome these challenges and improve their proficiency English writing
skills.

This section is to discuss the research statement question and finding results. Actually, it is to
discuss what the research problem was and how the English writing skills third-year Myanmar students at
the Faculty of Humanities in MCU were facing problems in English writing skills and then whose research was
relevant to the present research. So, the discussions of the statement questions were as follows:

What are problems in the English writing skills of 3rd year Myanmar students in Faculty of
Humanities at Mahachulalongkornrajavidyalaya University.?

According to the analysis by SPSS software of students’ responses to research questionnaires,
the researcher found that the majority of third-year Myanmar students were facing problems in the English
writing skills at Faculty of Humanities, MCU because they were weak in the English writing skills as their

responses. So, the answer to statement question one was that the majority of the students had problems
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in the English writing skills because of srammar, vocabularies, sentence structure, pronunciations, sub-verb
agreement, and lack of transitional words and also mistaking spelling.

In summary, this study provides essential insights into the difficulties faced by third-year
Myanmar students strugele with grammar, vocabulary, cohesion, spelling, punctuation, and content
development. Emphasizes daily practice of grammar and writing for communication. Highlights the difficulty
of writing skills and the need for grammar and sentence structure improvement under supervision.
Emphasizes the importance of writing skills for communication, advises regular grammar practice and writing.
Identifies issues with grammar, vocabulary, organization, and idiomatic expressions and paragraph writing. By
addressing these challenges, universities can better equip their students with the essential communication
skills necessary for their academic and professional success. This research serves as a foundation for future

efforts to enhance the English writing skills of education in higher education institutions.

Suggestion

Suggestion to the students

In this part, to be skillful in the English writing skills, students at the Faculty of Humanities in MCU,
Thailand, the researcher would like to suggest that the students should try to understand grammar,
vocabularies, sentence structure, pronunciations, sub-verb agreement, and lack of transitional words and
also mistaking spelling. On the other, the students need to know types of writing skills which are English
Language, Theory of Writing, Types of writing, Writing Strategies, Writing process, Academic Writing and
Importance of Writing Skill, etc. After that, students should practice more and more to write easily in front of
various kinds of people. So, if the students understand these, they can write very smartly in front of various
kinds of writing skills such as in the classroom and in university activities. Therefore, in chapter two, by
reviewing the literature, the researcher arranged Problems of the English writing skill.

Abstract

This research aimed to investigate and enhance the English speaking skills of bachelor’s degree
Myanmar students at the Faculty of Buddhism, Mahachulalong-komrajavidyalaya University. Here are the
Two main objectives 1) To study the English-speaking skills of Bachelor’s Degree Myanmar students at the
Faculty of Buddhism in Mahachulalong-komrajavidyalaya University and 2) To develop the English-speaking
skills of Bachelor’s Degree Myanmar students at the Faculty of Buddhism in Mahachulalongkornrajavidyalaya
University. In this research use a mixed-methods approach, the study included in-depth interviews with 10
key informants 3 lecturers and 7 students along with a questionnaire administered to 133 students. Students
excelled in seeking speaking partners and using online media, while listening to teachers and media
significantly aided their learning. Age and social status impacted proficiency, but gender, ethnicity, and prior
learing experiences did not show significant differences. The study underscored the importance of mastering
English for personal and professional development, facilitating effective global communication and cultural
engagement. It is recommended that instructors leverage technology to create personalized leaming
experiences, incorporating immersive activities like role-playing and virtual debates to foster fluency and
confidence in practical communication.

Introduction

English is widely recognized as the global lingua franca, playing a central role in international
communication, business, education, and diplomacy. Its widespread use across continents enables speakers
of different native languages to interact effectively in academic and professional settings. For countries like
Myanmar, developing English proficiency is essential for integration into global networks and for accessing a
broader range of knowledge and opportunities. As Crystal (2003) notes in English as a Global Language, the

dominance of English in international contexts has made it “the world’s first genuinely global language”
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(Crystal, D, 2003). This global status underscores the importance of prioritizing English-speaking skills within
national education systems to equip students for future success.

English-speaking skills have become increasingly important for Myanmar students in today’s
globalized world, where English serves as a key medium for international communication, academic
exchange, and career advancement. Education plays a central role in developing these skills by offering
structured leaming environments, exposure to authentic language use, and opportunities for active
communication. In Myanmar, limited access to English-speaking contexts outside the classroom makes
formal education a critical space for speaking practice and skill development. Through well-designed
curricula and supportive instruction, students can gradually improve their pronunciation, fluency, and
confidence. As Penny Ur (1996) emphasizes in her book A Course in Language Teaching, "Learners learn to
speak by speaking," highlighting the value of consistent, meaningful speaking activities in language education.
By investing in effective English-speaking instruction, Myanmar’s education system can empower students to
participate more fully in both national and international spheres.

The aim of study is to improve Myanmar students’ ability to speak English well and to
communicate with other, and other nations in the world. However, students have many kinds of problems
with regard to studying English in general field in English speaking particular by the time they are studying at
MCU university. Half of Myanmar students who are studying at MCU cannot speak English accurately and
fluently but they are better than ever before. Krashen also has found that students cannot utter English
accurately and fluently because they hesitated to practice speaking English in classroom or practice English
speaking outside of the class room through their shyness and anxiety. (Krashen, S. D., 1982) So, Myanmar
students are afraid of speaking foreign languages and also afraid of making mistakes. As foreign language
learmners at MCU, some of Myanmar students still have difficult problems in speaking English because they
are shy, lack of confidence, untrained well English yet in the class, and use their mother tongue most of the
time. Based on these difficulties there have been no any research works on an improvement of English
speaking skill of the third-fourth years Bachelor’s Degree Myanmar Students at the faculty of Buddhism,
Mahachulalormkornrajavidyalaya University.

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Research Methodology

This study follows a mixed-methods research design, incorporating both quantitative and
qualitative approaches. The quantitative aspect involves a structured questionnaire aimed at assessing the
English speaking skills of Bachelor's degree Myanmar students at the Faculty of Buddhism,
Mahachulalongkornrajavidyalaya University. The population consists of 200 third- and fourth-year students,
and a sample of 133 students was selected using Taro Yamane’s formula. For the qualitative aspect, semi-
structured interviews were conducted with seven students and three lecturers, providing in-depth insights
into the challenges and strategies for improving English speaking skills.

Research tools include a questionnaire with closed-ended questions, divided into sections on
demographic information and strategies for improving English speaking skills, rated on a Likert scale. The
reliability of the questionnaire was validated through a pilot test, targeting an alpha coefficient of 0.90 or
higher. Interviews were guided by semi-structured questions, allowing flexibility for participants to elaborate
on their experiences. Data collection involved administering the questionnaire to the selected sample and
conducting audio-recorded interviews, with both quantitative and qualitative data analyzed using statistical
methods and thematic analysis, respectively. Ethical considerations were addressed through obtaining

approval from the Graduate School and ensuring informed consent from participants.

Research results

1. The problem of English speaking skills of Myanmar bachelor’s degree Students at
the Faculty of Buddhism, Mahachulalongkornrajavidyalaya University.

Myanmar students face considerable challenges in developing English-speaking skills due to
structural differences between the Burmese and English languages. Direct translation from Burmese often
results in grammatical errors and unnatural sentence patterns, which hinder fluency and clarity. In addition,
the influence of the native Burmese accent affects pronunciation, stress, and intonation, making it difficult
for listeners to fully understand the speaker. These linguistic and accent-related barriers are compounded
by limited access to English-speaking environments and lack of systematic speaking practice, reducing
students’ confidence and communicative effectiveness.

A study of the English-speaking skills of Myanmar bachelor’s degree students at the Faculty of
Buddhism, Mahachulalongkormrajavidyalaya University, based on 133 respondents, revealed that the average
proficiency score was 4.53, classified as "excellent." Most participants were male (65.41%), aged 26-30
(33.08%), including monks, novices, and laypersons from different ethnic groups. Students performed well
in finding speaking partners, using online media, and self-practicing. Factors such as age and social status
significantly impacted proficiency, while gender, ethnicity, and learmning experience did not show significant

differences.

2. The solutions to develop English speaking skills of Myanmar bachelor’s degree
students at the Faculty of Buddhism, Mahachulalongkornrajavidyalaya University.

The development of English-speaking skills among Myanmar students is essential for enhancing
their personal and professional advancement. Proficiency in spoken English enables access to global
communication, academic resources, and broader career opportunities. To achieve this development,
instructional strategies should incorporate technology and interactive methods such as role-playing, virtual
debates, and real-time speaking practice. These immersive approaches provide immediate feedback,
encourage active participation, and gradually build students’ confidence and fluency in real-world
communication contexts. Such targeted interventions are crucial for fostering sustained improvement in

students’ English-speaking abilities.

Discussion of Research Results

The result of the research is found that. Overall English-speaking skills overall that very good. It
may be because Myanmar students have a good foundational knowledge of English grammar, which enables
them to speak English at a very high level according to their foundational grammar knowledge. This is
consistent with the research findings of Phra Weerayut Utamapanio (Sarawan) has a study the topic on A
study of English Speaking Skills for Oral Presentation of the Bachelor of Arts Fourth-Year students. comprises
objectives: 1) to study principles of oral presentation among students in English-speaking classes;
2) to study the problems of English speaking to improve oral presentations of Bachelor of Arts fourth-year
students in English of Mahachulalongkornrajavidyalaya University; and 3) to study the effective ways of
solving the problem in English speaking of Bachelor of arts fourth-year students in English of
Mahachulalongkornrajavidyalaya University. The study is a mixed method between quantitative and
qualitative ones in nature. The questionnaire is used for collecting quantitative data from 45 respondents
and in-depth interview is used for collecting qualitative data from 5 key informants. Statistics including
Frequency, Percentage, Mean and Standard Deviation (S.D) is used for analyzing quantitative data and a
content analysis is used for analyzing qualitative data. (Phra Weerayut Utamapanio (Sarawan), 2017)

Findings found that a study of principles of oral presentation among students in English-speaking
classes found that the MCU Bachelor of Arts fourth-year students’ English speaking for oral presentation was
generally high while considering each part in average the aspect of pronunciation was moderate, the aspects
of vocabulary and English grammar were high, and the aspects of confidence and strategy use were
moderate.

When considering each aspect, it was found that. Find a partner to practice speaking with that
Excellence. It may be because Myanmar students have had good practice in speaking and listening to English,
which allows them to converse with English-speaking counterparts at an excellent level. These research
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findings are consistent with the findings of Juarat Cherdchoopong has the study in the research topic on a
Study of English Communication Problems in Listening and Speaking of Third-year Students Majoring in
English at a Public University in Bangkok, intending to investigate the listening problems of English major
students when communicating in English. To investigate the speaking problems of English major students
when communicating in English. To investigate the factors contributing to English communication problems
in listening and speaking. The respondents in this research were 64 third-year English major students who
were studying at a public university in Bangkok. The instrument used for collecting the data was a closed-
and open-ended questionnaire and the Statistical Package for the Social Sciences (SPSS) was used to analyze
the data. The findings of the research showed that the biggest problem with listening skills is students do
not understand some idioms that foreigners use because of their lack of knowledge of the cultural
backeround behind the English idioms, unfamiliar vocabulary in idioms, and not having been taught enough
English idioms in classes. Moreover, the loss of self-confidence when students make mistakes and someone
corrects their English is the most important speaking problem. Students found it difficult to improve their
English speaking because of their fears about speaking. In terms of the factors contributing to English listening
and speaking problems, anxiety was the most significant factor leading to ineffectiveness in listening and
speaking. Students are nervous when speaking English in front of the class, which was rated as the most
important problem. This research may help students improve their English listening and speaking
weaknesses. In addition, lecturers can apply the findings and suggestions from the study to improve their
English teaching and better understand the problems of students. (Juarat Cherdchoopong, 2021)

Myanmar students Use media from the internet that is excellent level. It may be because
Myanmar students use the intemet to study English, which enhances their knowledge and understanding of
how to use online media to develop their skills. These research findings are consistent with the findings of
Thasanee Keereesri research "Behavior in Using Social Media to Develop English Skills among Undergraduate
Students of the Faculty of Liberal Arts, Rajamangala University of Technology Srivijaya, Songkhla." The
research aimed to compare the behavior in using social media to develop English skills between different
majors among undergraduate students of the Faculty of Liberal Arts, Rajamangala University of Technology
Srivijaya, Songkhla. The sample group consisted of 200 students from the Foreign Languages Department.
Data were collected using a questionnaire and analyzed using basic statistics such as percentage, mean,
standard deviation, and inferential statistics, including F-test and t-test. The findings revealed that: (Thasanee
Keereesri, 2019)

The majority of students exhibited behavior in using online media to develop their English skills
at the highest level. Specifically, 87.5% and 84.0% of students communicated in English with international

friends via Line, Email, or Facebook, respectively. When considering the behavior that students regularly
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engage in, the highest average was found in searching for English-related reports as assigned by their
instructors.

Practice basic vocabulary and sentences that are very good. It may be because Myanmar
students have a foundation in leaming English vocabulary and sentences through experiences and activities
at the university, which has resulted in a very high level of language skills, as the research findings revealed.
These findings are consistent with the research of Kanokwan Donkuanjao conducted research on "The
Development of English Speaking Skills and Vocabulary Learning through Communicative Language Teaching
Combined with YouTube Videos for Grade 12 Students." The objectives were to study the effectiveness of
leamning activities in developing English-speaking skills and vocabulary leaming and to assess the English-
speaking skills of students. The sample group consisted of Grade 6 students from Ban Khui Chueak Wittaya
School, Kosum Phisai District, Maha Sarakham Province. The tools used for data collection included
structured interviews and questionnaires. The data were analyzed using basic statistics such as percentage,
mean, and standard deviation. The findings revealed that students had a very high level of English vocabulary
knowledge from the activities, with 70% scoring an average of 4.70. Additionally, the students'
communication skills in using English sentences were at the highest level, with an average score of 4.50.
(Kanokwan Donkuanjao, 2022)

Practicing self-talk is highly beneficial. Myanmar students may have improved their English-
speaking abilities by practicing on their own through various available media in their environment, which has
led to their high level of proficiency, as shown in research findings. These findings align with the research
conducted by Sawasaya Somnawattana on "The Development of Speaking Skills of Grade 10 Students
through Collaborative Learning with Local Data." The study aimed to 1) compare the speaking abilities of
Grade 10 students before and after collaborative leaming with local data, and 2) explore students' opinions
on this learing method. The sample consisted of 43 students from Grade 10/11 at Samut Prakan School,
selected through simple random sampling during the first semester of the 2021 academic year. Data were
collected using questionnaires and English exercises and were analyzed using basic statistics, including
percentages, mean, and standard deviation, as well as inferential statistics like t-test and F-test. The findings
revealed that before the collaborative learning with local data, the average score was 2.68, while after the
learing intervention, the average score increased to 4.02, showing a statistically significant difference at the
0.05 level. In terms of content, reasoning, language use, fluency, time management, and personality, the
results showed an improvement in content, with the average score increasing from 3.16 to 4.49 after the
intervention, with a t-test value of 10.38. For personality, the average score after the intervention was 3.95.

Furthermore, regular self-
conversation also contributed to increased confidence and fluency by providing a low-pressure environment
for practice. Finally, consistent practice with speaking partners significantly strengthened communication
skills, particularly among students aged between 26-30 and monks, underscoring the value of interactive

learning.

1.3 Creating a Supportive Learning Environment: Establishing a classroom

atmosphere that encourages students to take risks and make mistakes in their language use
without fear of judgment will build their confidence and promote active learning.

1.4 Customizing Instruction Based on Cultural Context: Tailoring the curriculum to

reflect Myanmar students’ cultural and religious backgrounds, particularly in the context of
Buddhist studies, can enhance engagement and contextualize language learning.

1.5 Incorporating Technology-Assisted Learmning Tools: Introducing technology-

enhanced learning strategies such as speech recognition apps, virtual classrooms, and online
discussions can supplement traditional methods and offer more opportunities for speaking practice.

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Abstract

The objectives of this research were 1) to study the English writing problems of
students at Aung Nan Taw Buddhism Academy in Yangon of Myanmar. 2) to find out the solutions
of English writing problems of students at Aung Nan Taw Buddhism Academy in Yangon of
Myanmar. The number of respondents consisted of 50 students. The instrument used in this
research is both qualitative and quantitative method. The tools used for collecting data were
questionnaires, in-depth interviews, and participant observation with students and then the
information was analyzed by using frequency and percentage.

This study explores the writing confidence and challenges faced by English language
learners at a religious and secular learning institution. Demographic data revealed that most
participants were male (88.0%) and aged 20-25, with a mix of laypeople (52.0%), monks (40.0%),
and novices (8.0%). The findings indicate varied levels of writing confidence, with only 20.0%
strongly confident in their writing skills and 48.0% engaging in writing outside the classroom.
Students faced difficulties in grammar (40.0%), vocabulary (30.0%), sentence structure (40.0%),
and spelling (52.0%). Organizational skills such as idea development, paragraph structure, and the
use of linking words also posted significant challenges.

Furthermore, understanding writing types and formats, and using appropriate formal
or informal language, revealed mixed responses. Only 46.0% received useful feedback regularly.
Interviews with teachers highlighted core issues such as grammar weaknesses, limited vocabulary,
and low confidence. Teachers addressed these through integrated instruction, peer collaboration,
and formative assessments. The study underscores the need for comprehensive support to
enhance students’ writing abilities through a balanced approach to language instruction and
feedback.

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Introduction

Writing is a fundamental language skill essential for academic achievement,
professional growth, and personal expression. Among the four core language skills—listening,
speaking, reading, and writing—writing is often seen as the most complex, requiring not only
mechanical accuracy (grammar, spelling, punctuation) but also cognitive abilities like organizing
ideas and adapting language for different purposes. (Grabe, W., 1996) For English language learners,
especially in non-English-speaking countries like Myanmar, mastering writing presents significant
challenges due to limited practice opportunities and traditional teaching approaches.

At Aung Nan Taw Buddhism Academy in Yangon, students strive to improve their
English writing skills within a unique educational setting that blends language learning with
Buddhist studies. Despite institutional support, many students struggle with fluency, accuracy, and
confidence in writing. These difficulties arise from factors such as lack of exposure to English,
minimal writing resources, reliance on rote memorization, and emotional barriers like fear of
making mistakes.

Writing is often misunderstood as a mechanical task rather than a creative and
cognitive activity. This perception can limit student motivation and engagement. Learning to write,
however, is similar to learning a new game—it requires understanding rules, developing strategies,
and consistent practice with adequate support. (Hyland, K., 2003) Furthermore, writing enhances
critical thinking, reflection, and deeper learning, making it a powerful tool for both academic and
personal development.

Despite its importance, writing remains underemphasized in many English as a Foreign
Language (EFL). (Raimes, A., 1983) This study aims to explore the specific writing challenges faced
by students at Aung Nan Taw Academy, investigating their root causes, including instructional
methods, learner characteristics, and sociocultural factors. The goal is to generate insights that
can improve teaching strategies and curriculum design.

By addressing these issues, the research aims to support the development of more
effective writing instruction not only at Aung Nan Taw but also in similar EFL contexts, contributing

to a broader effort to improve writing education globally.

Objectives of the Research
The study is guided by the following objectives:
1. To study the English writing problems of students at Aung Nan Taw Buddhism

Academy in Yangon of Myanmar
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2. To find out the solutions of English writing problems of students at Aung Nan Taw

Buddhism Academy in Yangon of Myanmar

Research Methodology

This study employs a mixed-methods approach, incorporating both quantitative and
qualitative research methodologies.

Quantitative Data Collection: A structured questionnaire was administered to 50
students to assess their writing skills, challenges, and areas requiring improvement.

Qualitative Data Collection: In-depth interviews were conducted with five teachers
who are Tejadhamma, Mo Mo Kyaw, Nyein Chan Aung, Phyo Pa Pa Khaing and Ye Thu Soe to
gather insights into students’ difficulties and effective teaching strategies.

Observations: Classroom observations were conducted during student writing to
analyze performance in real time.

Data Analysis: Quantitative data were analyzed using SPSS, while qualitative data were
thematically analyzed to identify recurring patterns and key findings. The data collection period

spanned from November to March 2025.

Results of the Study

1. Writing Problems Findings Results

The study surveyed 50 participants, primarily male (88%) and young adults aged 20—
25 (46%), with a mix of laypeople (52%), monks (40%), and novices (8%). The findings revealed
varied levels of confidence in English writing. While about half of the students felt confident in
writing essays and letters, many lacked confidence or remained neutral. Only 48% practiced
writing outside the classroom regularly, and access to writing support was limited for over a third
of participants.

Common challenges included grammar and sentence construction (40%), spelling
(over 50%), and vocabulary usage (30%). Many students struggled with complex sentence
structures, organizing ideas, and using connectors effectively. Experiences with different writing
formats varied, with some students comfortable using formal/informal language, while others
found formats like essays or reports difficult. Cultural differences also affected writing for some
learners.

Feedback on writing was inconsistent in its effectiveness—46% found it helpful, while

40% did not. Punctuation was another recurring issue. Overall, the findings highlight a need for
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improved instruction in grammar, structure, organization, and effective feedback to enhance
students’ writing proficiency.

2. Summary of Interview Findings on English Writing Problems

To investigate the challenges in teaching English writing at Aung Nan Taw Buddhism
Academy in Yangon, Myanmar, five open-ended interview questions were posed to English
language instructors. The purpose was to gain qualitative insights into the writing problems
students face, the methods used to address them, and the broader contextual factors influencing
writing instruction. The responses provided rich data that complements the quantitative findings
of the study.

2.1 Main Challenges in Student Writing

Teachers consistently identified foundational writing problems as the most
pressing challenge. Students struggle particularly with grammar, such as subject-verb agreement
and parts of speech, which impedes sentence formation. Many learners also experience difficulty
in initiating writing due to a lack of confidence and exposure to structured writing instruction. A
strong reliance on memorization and limited critical thinking further hinder independent writing.
Language interference, especially from students’ first language, contributes to errors in coherence
and syntax.

To address these issues, instructors employ explicit grammar instruction, sentence-
building exercises, and vocabulary development. Encouraging students to think creatively and
independently is a key strategy in moving away from rote-based habits toward analytical writing
practices.

2.2 Specific Areas of Struggle and Teaching Strategies

Students face particular difficulty with verb tenses, sentence construction,
vocabulary usage, and idea generation. Teachers respond to these issues through targeted
activities such as grammar drills, brainstorming sessions, and collaborative writing tasks. These
activities are designed to strengthen both accuracy and fluency while encouraging peer interaction
and critical reflection. Repetitive practice and structured guidance are emphasized to build
student confidence and writing competence.

2.3 Influencing Factors in Writing Development

Several key factors shape students’ writing development. These include
motivation, interest, teacher support, and the integration of language skills (reading, listening, and
writing). Teachers noted that the classroom environment, access to technology, and student-
teacher dialogue all significantly affect learning outcomes. Students from monastic backerounds

often have limited exposure to English and rely heavily on memorization, which restricts
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engagement with creative writing. Initial language proficiency and access to authentic English
materials are also critical in determining progress.

2.4 Assessment and Feedback Practices

Assessment is integral to tracking student development. Teachers use both
formative and summative tools to evaluate student writing in areas such as grammar, vocabulary,
fluency, and organization. Observational assessments allow teachers to gauge how students apply
writing rules in context. Feedback is dialogic and formative, often delivered through suiding
questions and concrete examples. This approach helps students reflect on their errors and
understand the rationale behind corrections. Final assessments are typically rubric-based,
providing clear criteria for evaluation and improvement.

2.5 Effective Methods for Improving Writing

Teachers emphasized a multifaceted instructional approach. Core strategies
include daily writing practice, structured lessons, writing workshops, and the use of writing
templates. Reading and note-taking are promoted to enrich vocabulary and develop writing
fluency. Peer feedback and collaborative learning are central to building confidence and

improving stylistic awareness.

Conclusion

This study investigated the English writing skills and challenges faced by students at
Aung Nan Taw Buddhism Academy in Yangon, Myanmar, using both quantitative and qualitative
research methods. The demographic analysis revealed that most participants were young males,
including a mix of laypeople, monks, and novices, reflecting the distinct religious and educational
context of the academy.

Quantitative findings showed that while some students expressed confidence in their
writing abilities, many struggled with grammar, vocabulary, sentence construction, and
organization. Significant difficulties were also observed in areas such as spelling, punctuation,
paragraph coherence, and understanding various writing formats. Cultural differences and limited
access to writing resources further impacted performance. The qualitative data from teacher
interviews provided deeper insights into these challenges, highlighting issues like students’
dependence on memorization, low self-confidence, and lack of early structured writing exposure.

Teachers reported using a range of targeted strategies—including explicit grammar
instruction, vocabulary development, collaborative activities, and feedback mechanisms—to
address these problems. Writing development was found to be influenced by motivational,

instructional, and environmental factors. Assessment practices and effective feedback played a
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critical role in student progress. Ultimately, the findings underscore the need for a comprehensive,
process-oriented approach that integrates grammar, practice, reading, and peer collaboration to
enhance students' writing competence.

This study contributes to a better understanding of writing instruction in monastic and
mixed-ability learning environments and provides practical implications for improving English

writing pedagogy in similar contexts.

Discussion

1. English Writing Skills of Students

This study confirmed that writing is one of the most complex skills for EFL learners, as
noted by Brown (2014). Students at Aung Nan Taw Buddhism Academy face multiple writing
challenges, including grammar errors, limited vocabulary, weak sentence construction, and poor
organization. Only 42% felt confident with writing formats like essays and letters, while 38% lacked
confidence in using appropriate tone and formality—echoing Harmer’s view that writing requires
more than grammar.

Cultural influences also play a role, with 38% of students reporting difficulty adapting
to English rhetorical structures. Mechanical issues such as spelling (52%) and grammar (40%)
further hinder clear expression. Despite some engagement in writing outside class, limited
resources and inconsistent practice impact performance. These findings support Richards' (2002)
claim that regular practice and support are essential for writing development.

2. Categories of Writing Problems

Interviews with teachers highlighted core issues such as poor grammar foundations,
lack of confidence, and reliance on memorization. These align with Aporna’s view of writing as a
communicative act. Teachers address these through explicit instruction, sentence-building, peer
review, and guided writing tasks.

Common problems include verb tense, vocabulary use, and generating ideas. Teachers
also noted the importance of motivation, access to resources, and constructive feedback. Dialogic
feedback and both formative and summative assessments help students reflect and improve. As
Barton and Hall (2000) suggest, writing must be taught as both a technical and expressive skill,

tailored to learners’ needs.
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Suggestions for Future Studies

Based on this study’s findings, several recommendations are offered for future
research. First, expanding the sample size across various regions and both religious and secular
institutions would provide a broader understanding of English writing challenges in Myanmar.
Second, conducting longitudinal studies could help track students’ writing development over
time and assess the long-term effectiveness of instructional methods.

Future researchers may also focus on specific aspects such as grammar, vocabulary,
cohesion, or the influence of the first language to gain deeper insights. Exploring the role of digital
tools and technology in writing instruction is another valuable direction, especially in low-resource
contexts.

Finally, including the perspectives of teachers, administrators, and parents can offer a
more holistic view of the learning environment and support systems. These efforts can contribute

to more effective strategies for improving English writing skills among EFL learners.
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Abstract

This study aimed to investigate the problems and solutions related to English-speaking
skills of third-year bachelor’s degree students in the Faculty of Geology at Dawei University,
Launglon Quarter, Myanmar. The research adopted a quantitative approach, with a sample of 80
students determined according to Krejcie and Morgan’s sample size table. Data were collected
through a structured questionnaire consisting of three parts: (1) personal information of the
respondents, (2) problems and possible solutions regarding English-speaking skills, and (3)
comments and suggestions. The questionnaire was validated by five experts and distributed
directly to the participants.

Data were analyzed using SPSS, employing descriptive statistics such as frequency,
percentage, mean, and standard deviation, as well as inferential statistics including the t-test and
one-way ANOVA.

The findings revealed that students experienced problems in English-speaking skills at
a high level (X = 3.87, S.D. = 0.74). Key challenges included limited vocabulary, lack of confidence,
and insufficient opportunities to practice speaking. The proposed solutions were also rated at a
high level (X = 4.12, S.D. = 0.68), with the most effective strategies being interactive classroom
activities, teacher support, and increased use of multimedia resources.

Overall, the results indicate that while students face significant challenges in
developing their English-speaking skills, practical interventions such as communicative teaching
approaches and greater exposure to English can substantially improve their performance. This
study provides valuable insights for educators and policymakers seeking to enhance English
language education at the tertiary level in Myanmar.

Conclusion

The main objective of this study was to examine the problems of English-speaking
skills among geology students at Dawei University in Launglone Quarter, Myanmar, and to suggest
practical improvement solutions. A total of 80 students participated in this research through

questionnaires and interviews. The demographic analysis revealed that 46.25% of respondents
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were male and 53.75% female, with the majority aged between 19-21 years. Most students had
studied English for 5-7 years, yet many still strugeled to use the language effectively in speaking.

The findings indicated that the majority of students faced difficulties in pronunciation,
often omitting final sounds, speaking with poor fluency, and lacking confidence to communicate
for extended periods. Shyness, limited vocabulary, and insufficient practice outside the classroom
were also identified as significant obstacles. Statistical results supported this, showing that
students rated the problems of speaking skills at a very high level (Mean = 115.7, S.D. = 33).

In terms of solutions, both students and teachers recognized several strategies that
could enhance speaking ability. Students should practice English more frequently, engage in group
activities, and overcome shyness by speaking without fear of making mistakes. Teachers, on the
other hand, should design lesson plans that allow more speaking practice, encourage the
exclusive use of English in the classroom, and motivate learners by emphasizing the importance
of communication skills. The responses indicated strong agreement with these solutions, as
reflected in the very high mean score (Mean = 109.9, S.D. = 32.3).

This study contributes to the understanding of English-speaking challenges in
Myanmar’s higher education context, particularly among geology students. By identifying the root
causes of speaking difficulties and suggesting practical remedies, the research provides valuable
insights for both students and educators. Looking forward, as English continues to gain importance
in academic and professional fields, students who adopt active learning strategies and teachers
who implement communicative approaches will play a critical role in improving English

proficiency in Myanmar.

Discussion

The results of this study revealed that students face significant difficulties in
developing their English-speaking skills. The most pressing problems identified were weak
pronunciation, particularly the omission of final sounds in words, limited fluency when speaking
for longer periods, and a general perception that English is difficult to use correctly. These findings
indicate that students not only struggle with linguistic competence but also with communicative
confidence.

According to Hayriye (2006), speaking requires the ability to choose appropriate words
and sentences depending on the social setting, audience, situation, and subject matter. This aligns
with the present findings, which suggest that many students lack the necessary vocabulary and

fluency to adapt their speech effectively in real-life communication.
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Similarly, Ellis and Johnson (1994) emphasize that classroom activities are among the
most effective methods for encouraging student interaction and building confidence in speaking.
The findings of this study support this view, as students indicated that insufficient practice
opportunities and passive learning approaches contributed to their difficulties.

Insights from teacher interviews further revealed that learners themselves are often
reluctant to practice speaking beyond the classroom. Shyness, fear of making mistakes, and
unwillingness to take risks were highlishted as major obstacles. In addition, a lack of vocabulary
was repeatedly identified as a core barrier to effective speaking.

Taken together, these findings suggest that while structural issues in English education
(e.g., limited resources, syllabus design) play a role, student attitudes and motivation are equally
influential. The researcher believes that addressing these problems requires both pedagogical
changes—such as implementing more interactive, communicative teaching approaches—and
learner-centered strategies that encourage risk-taking, consistent practice, and vocabulary
development.

Suggestion

Suggestions for Students

Students should not hesitate to practice speaking English, even if their ability is not
yet strong. Waiting until one becomes fluent before speaking is unrealistic, as fluency can only
be developed through regular practice. Students are encouraged to use English in daily life—by
speaking with friends, teachers, foreigners, or even practicing alone. Participation in group
activities, English talks, storytelling, speech contests, and debates can help build confidence and
overcome shyness.

Furthermore, students should not rely solely on teachers. Classroom instruction
provides guidance, but independent study is essential. Engaging in self-study and actively seeking
opportunities to use English outside the classroom will significantly enhance their speaking
proficiency.

Suggestions for Teachers

Teachers should design clear and concise lesson plans that allocate sufficient time for
students to practice speaking during class. Creating more opportunities for interaction allows
students to develop confidence and fluency, even if they do not use English outside school.

Teachers should also encourage consistent use of English in the classroom. For

students who frequently revert to their native language, appropriate strategies—including
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reminders, motivation, or even academic penalties—may help reinforce the importance of
practicing English.

Additionally, teachers should motivate students by emphasizing the significance of
English-speaking skills in academic, professional, and social contexts. Encouragement, inspiration,
and guidance can increase students’ determination to improve their speaking ability.

Suggestions for Further Research

Future studies should include larger sample sizes and more diverse key informants to
generate richer and more reliable data. Researchers may also focus on advanced academic
students or specific skill areas, such as vocabulary development and pronunciation, using
qualitative methods to explore these issues in depth.

This study contributes new knowledge by highlighting the specific challenges faced by
geology students at Dawei University, including pronunciation errors, limited vocabulary, lack of
fluency, and low confidence. By identifying these problems and suggesting practical solutions, the
research provides valuable insights for both students and teachers.

Looking ahead, the demand for English-speaking competence in Myanmar is expected
to grow as globalization and international collaboration expand. If students adopt active learning
strategies and teachers integrate more communicative methods, significant improvements in
speaking skills can be achieved. Future research will play an important role in guiding these efforts
and ensuring that English education in Myanmar meets the needs of students in higher education

and beyond.

For instance, using songs has been effective in improving students’ understanding of
the simple past tense, while the EGRA (Experience, Generalization, Reinforcement, Application)
method enhances grammar mastery by encouraging self-discovery and motivation. Blended
learning has also proven beneficial in improving writing skills, particularly in paragraph writing, by
fostering interaction and access to diverse resources. Portfolio assessment has been shown to
significantly enhance EFL students’ writing skills by providing a structured way to monitor progress
and reinforce learning.

The findings, derived from an inductive analysis of empirical data and supported by a
review of relevant literature, offer valuable insights into the progression of students' grammar
writing abilities. Based on the empirical evidence gathered through this inductive approach, the

following interpretive conclusions have been drawn:

1) Teach with an emphasis on being student-centered. and inspire students to

dare to express themselves, to dare to speak through conversation, argument, etc. If you want to
be able to speak, you must speak. If you want to be able to read, you must read. If you want to
be able to write, you must write. If you want to listen and understand, you must listen.

2) First of all, read a lot. It takes time to improve your English. Start with something
you are comfortable with. Do not take up something difficult to understand. You can start with

novels or read short stories, blogs, and newspaper articles, especially editorials. Then try to write
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a small review or your personal view of what you read. Writing helps a lot in finding the errors
you make in grammar. Give your reviews to someone who can check them and point out your

mistakes. As you start reading more and your brain gets exposed to new sentences and words,

your grammatical errors will eventually reduce.

3) To improve their English grammar, twelve-tense studies quickly improved by
assigning work to students to write and submit in class, very often. This kind of exercise is the
best way to improve students' English writing skills, along with the comprehension of the

knowledge as required by the subject concerned.

4) Give some work to the students, request them to read and write, then submit

to the teacher, and examine their writing. This is a good way to improve their use of the twelve
tenses. Even though no one uses all twelve tenses for writing.

2. English is an international language that is used and studied not only by native
speakers but also by non-native speakers. As a result, basic learners will have difficulty learning
English. Students mostly face problems with grammar as they take English as a subject and do
not focus on developing their linguistic competence. Also, tense as a grammar item is often
overshadowed by other grammar items like narration and voice changing. However, teachers and
students fail to understand that without proper knowledge of tenses, it is impossible to become
accurate English speakers. Language learners who want to get the most out of their language
learning should know the tense system and how to use it.

4) Take additional classes from the Language Institute and devote 3 hours a week
to reviewing their English language skills.

The findings revealed that students face significant challenges in mastering the twelve
English tenses structures, particularly with the present perfect, present perfect continuous, past
perfect, past perfect continuous, future perfect, and future perfect continuous tenses. Many
students struggle with the correct usage of grammatical structures and formulas, leading to
sentences that often fail to convey the intended meaning. Errors in sentence construction
diminish the overall clarity and effectiveness of students' writing. Furthermore, a lack of
competence in identifying sentence subjects contributes to incorrect verb usage, especially in the

present perfect and past simple tenses.

Conclusion

The study emphasizes the need for an approach to improving of the Development of
English grammar writing skills of Bachelor's Degree students at the Faculty of Buddhism in
Mahachulalongkornrajavidyalaya University, by addressing the practical application of the twelve
English verb tenses in written form, students can develop greater confidence and linguistic
competence, thereby supporting their academic achievement and future educational pursuits.
The proposed instructional approach, grounded in established language acquisition theories,

emphasizes the importance of a supportive and engaging learning environment.

Suggestions

This research has identified the development of English grammar writing skills as a
crucial factor that should be emphasized in future studies. Subsequent research should
investigate university students' abilities in English writing, speaking, and listening to gain a
development understanding of their writing proficiency.

This article offers a critical analysis of the evolving practice of almsgiving (da@na) in the
digital age through the interpretive lens of core Buddhist teachings and the philosophical
framework of the Sufficiency Economy. As digital technologies facilitate online merit-making,
virtual religious rituals, and widespread dissemination of Dhamma, new forms of engagement
emerge alongside ethical tensions. These include the commodification of giving, the
transformation of dana into transactional behavior, and the dilution of spiritual intentionality.
Drawing upon the Buddhist understanding of cetana (intention) as articulated in the Anguttara
Nikaya (8:36), the study argues that the spiritual value of giving hinges not on the material aspect
but on the mindful, compassionate motivation behind the act.

To further contextualize these challenges, the article integrates the Sufficiency
Economy Philosophy, as developed by Payutto (1994), which emphasizes moderation, ethical
resilience, and mindful consumption. This integrated perspective leads to the proposal of a
concept termed “mindful digital dana,” which balances digital participation with Buddhist ethical
principles. Rather than rejecting digitalization, the article contends that digital religious practices
can foster sustainable happiness and spiritual continuity if suided by the principles of right

intention (samma saNkappa), generosity (dana paraml), and ethical awareness.
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By offering this theoretical contribution, the article aims to reframe the discourse on
Buddhist practice in contemporary society and demonstrate how ancient wisdom can be
meaningfully adapted to the digital era without losing its ethical core. It ultimately advocates for
a spiritually conscious mode of digital participation that nurtures ethical digital communities and
sustains the transformative essence of Buddhist giving.

Rooted in centuries of tradition, dana
operates as both an individual practice of merit-making and a collective means of sustaining
communal bonds, what Harvey (2013) describes as an ethical cornerstone of Buddhist society.
Yet, in the digital age, this age-old practice faces a quiet revolution.

As smartphones replace alms bowls and virtual wallets supplant the physical act of
offering, the terrain of dana is undergoing a profound transformation. Online donation portals,
livestreamed merit ceremonies, and algorithm-driven Dhamma content have redefined how
generosity is expressed and experienced. These developments raise urgent questions: What
happens to spiritual intentionality when almsgiving becomes frictionless? Can compassion survive
the click economy?

This study critically examines how digital platforms are reshaping the modalities and
meanings of Buddhist dana in the 21st century. By engaging with the conceptual framework of
the Sufficiency Economy Philosophy, a principle rooted in Buddhist thought and articulated by
Payutto (1994) through the values of moderation, discernment, and ethical resilience, this
research aims to illuminate the ethical challenges and opportunities that arise when ancient
spiritual practices encounter modern technologies.

In doing so, this paper does not merely lament a loss of tradition but seeks to
interrogate how Buddhist ethics can guide mindful adaptation in a hyperconnected world. What
emerges is a timely inquiry into the digital reconfiguration of virtue, community, and the very

nature of giving.
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The integration of core Buddhist teachings with the principles of sufficiency economy
provides a theoretical framework for addressing the ethical challenges engendered by the digital
age. While digital technologies facilitate online donations, virtual merit-sharing ceremonies, and
the widespread dissemination of Dhamma via social media, they also introduce novel ethical
considerations. The increased convenience and accessibility of digital relicious engagement risk
attenuating the spiritual depth of dana, potentially reducing it to a mere transactional act and
fostering the commodification of sacred practices, a phenomenon critiqued by McGuire (2020) in
the context of contemporary religious adaptations. This research seeks to scrutinize the extent to
which these digital transformations uphold or diverge from the core tenets of Buddhist dana,
particularly in relation to the cultivation of cetana (intention) as discussed in the Anguttara Nikaya
(8:36), and the implications for the broader ethical framework of Buddhist social engagement.
The sufficiency economy philosophy, rooted in moderation, resilience, and sustainability, aligns
closely with Buddhist ethical principles. Both perspectives advocate for a balanced relationship
between material well-being and spiritual fulfillment, challenging consumerist values that equate
prosperity with material accumulation. Instead, they promote an alternative vision of well-being,
one based on ethical living, mindful consumption, and social harmony (His Majesty King Bhumibol
Adulyadej, 1999). This approach is further reinforced by Buddhist economics, which prioritizes
spiritual well-being over wealth accumulation, advocating for an economy rooted in compassion,
mindfulness, and sustainability (Schumacher, 1973).

By examining digital-era almsgiving through the combined perspectives of Buddhist
ethics and sufficiency economy principles, this study assesses the impact of digitalization on
traditional Buddhist practices and explores strategies to preserve their ethical and spiritual
essence in an increasingly interconnected world.

The digital transformation of religious practices has intensified the commercialization
of spiritual experiences, raising concerns about authenticity, meaningful participation, and the
commodification of faith (Campbell & Tsuria, 2021). While social media and online platforms
enhance accessibility and engagement, they also necessitate careful management to ensure that
digital adaptations uphold core ethical values rather than fostering consumerist tendencies (Jones,
2018). Within this context, mindful consumption, a key principle in Buddhist ethics, provides a
counterbalance to modern digital consumerism, promoting sustainability, ethical decision-making,

and spiritual awareness (Kaza, 2000).
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This paper explores the intersection of sufficiency economy principles and Buddhist
teachings in the digital era, with a particular focus on their implications for almsgiving and
consumption. It critically evaluates how traditional values can be safeguarded while
simultaneously leveraging technological advancements to support ethical engagement and
sustainable happiness in an increasingly digitized world.

This study critically examines how digital technologies reshape the meaning of dana,
and whether these changes uphold or undermine Buddhist ethical principles—particularly cetana
(intention) and mindful generosity. By applying the Sufficiency Economy Philosophy (SEP) a
framework grounded in moderation, sustainability, and ethical resilience, this research explores

how Buddhist values can guide ethical adaptation to digital transformations.

LITERATURE REVIEW

The intersection of religious practice and digital technology has garnered increasing
scholarly attention, particularly within the emerging field of digital religion (Campbell, 2012,
Cheong et al,, 2012). Scholars have explored how digital platforms reshape rituals, redefine
authority, and transform the spatial and temporal boundaries of religious experience. Within
Buddhist contexts, research has examined the proliferation of online Dhamma teachings, virtual
ordinations, and mobile applications designed for meditation and chanting (Helland, 2007; Bock,
2021). However, the specific practice of dana in the digital era remains relatively underexplored,
especially in relation to its ethical dimensions and socio-cultural implications.

Early studies of dana tend to emphasize its doctrinal and communal roles. Gombrich
(1988) and Harvey (2013) underscore dana as a meritorious act grounded in intention (cetana),
not merely the external performance of giving. These scholars highlight how dana functions as a
moral training in selflessness and a key mechanism for generating puifa (merit), thus reinforcing
karmic and social reciprocity. In traditional Theravada contexts, the act of giving is deeply
relational and context-sensitive, embedded in face-to-face encounters with the monastic
community and often guided by cultural norms of humility and reverence (Spiro, 1970; Keyes,
1983).

The digitization of almsgiving—while enhancing accessibility—raises critical concerns
about the erosion of intentionality and the commodification of merit. Recent studies by Turner

(2020) and Arinze & Nguyen (2022) note that online donation platforms risk reducing religious
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giving to mere transactional convenience, potentially undermining its spiritual authenticity.
Moreover, the algorithmic nature of digital media can prioritize spectacle and visibility over
introspection and sincerity, leading to what some scholars term the “aestheticization of merit”
(Lim, 2021).

To contextualize these transformations, this study draws upon the Sufficiency Economy
Philosophy, developed by King Bhumibol Adulyadej of Thailand and systematized by Payutto
(1994), which has been increasingly applied in interdisciplinary studies of ethical economics, digital
culture, and sustainable development (Sufficiency Economy Office, 2018; Ruenyot & Thongmak,
2020). While not originally designed for digital ethics, its core principles—moderation,
reasonableness, and resilience—offer a compelling moral framework for assessing contemporary
practices like digital dana. However, the integration of Buddhist economics into digital religious
behavior remains an emergent research area, with few studies linking these domains
systematically.

This literature review thus identifies a significant gap in current scholarship: the need for a
holistic, ethically grounded framework that can evaluate digital almsgiving practices beyond
utilitarian or ritualistic interpretations. This study aims to fill that gap by synthesizing doctrinal
analysis, socio-technical critique, and sufficiency ethics to propose a model for mindful digital

dana in the 21st century.

METHODOLOGY

This study employs a qualitative, interpretive approach grounded in textual analysis
and critical discourse interpretation, focusing on the conceptual evolution of dana in digital
contexts. Rather than drawing on empirical or ethnographic data, the research synthesizes
doctrinal insights and ethical theory through two main frameworks: (1) Buddhist scriptural exegesis
(e.g., Anguttara Nikaya 8:36; Payutto, 1994), and (2) Sufficiency Economy Philosophy (SEP), applied
as a normative lens for digital religious practices.

The research followed three main steps:

1) Doctrinal Analysis: Examination of Buddhist concepts such as dana, cetana

(intention), and ethical merit-making in canonical texts and contemporary interpretations.
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2) Critical Review of Digital Practices: Thematic analysis of secondary literature—
articles, ethnographies, and case studies—on digital forms of dana, including issues of
commoadification and algorithmic mediation.

3) Theoretical Synthesis: Integration of SEP principles (moderation, reasonableness,
resilience) with Buddhist ethics to propose the framework of mindful digital dana.

While the study does not aim for empirical generalization, it offers normative insight
into the ethical transformation of dana in the digital age. Limitations include the absence of

fieldwork, offset by the conceptual and philosophical depth of the analysis.

THEORETICAL FRAMEWORK

The Interplay Between Sufficiency Economy and Buddhist Teachings in the Digital
Era

The theoretical foundation of this study is situated at the intersection of Buddhist
ethics and the Sufficiency Economy Philosophy (SEP), a model of development introduced by
King Bhumibol Adulyadej of Thailand. SEP reflects deeply rooted Buddhist values, particularly the
Middle Way (majjhima patipadad), advocating a path of moderation, ethical resilience, and self-
reliance. Within the context of rapid digitalization, this combined framework offers an ethical and
philosophical lens through which to assess the transformation of Buddhist practices to especially
dana in contemporary society.

1. Generosity (Dana) and Ethical Living in Buddhism

In Buddhism, d@na serves as both a starting point for spiritual liberation and a moral
foundation for social harmony. As part of the Ten Bases of Meritorious Action (punriakiriyavatthu),
it operates alongside sila (moral conduct) and bh@van@ (mental cultivation) within an integrated
ethical framework. Generosity extends beyond material giving to include time, knowledge, and
emotional presence, rooted in compassion and non-attachment.

In digital settings, while online giving expands participation, concerns arise over cetan@
(intention) and authenticity. Without mindfulness, d@na risks becoming a superficial or
mechanical act. Applying the SEP principle of moderation helps preserve spiritual depth by
encouraging intentional and ethical digital generosity.

2. Buddhist Economics: A Model for Ethical and Sustainable Development
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Buddhist economics, first conceptualized by E.F. Schumacher (197 3), challenges
conventional economic paradigms that prioritize growth and wealth accumulation over well-being
and ethical responsibility. Rooted in Buddhist teachings on right livelihood, interdependence, and
compassion, it advocates for an alternative economic model that balances material sufficiency
with spiritual fulfillment.

Consumer-driven digital economies can disconnect transactions from ethics. Buddhist
and Sufficiency Economy principles promote ethical earning and responsible consumption,
mitigating inequality and ensuring technology supports ethical values, not unsustainable growth.

The digital transformation of Buddhist practices presents both opportunities and
ethical dilemmas. Social media, virtual ceremonies, and online Buddhist communities have
expanded access to spiritual teachings and religious engagement, enabling a global reach
previously unattainable (Campbell & Tsuria, 2021). However, the commaodification of religious
experiences, misinformation, and superficial engagement pose risks to authentic practice.

It transforms technology from a threat to a tool for
selfless giving, community welfare, and sustainable temple management.

Buddhist-rooted mindful consumption, aligned with the Sufficiency Economy,
promotes awareness, moderation, and ethical responsibility. It encourages reduced waste, ethical

purchasing, and prioritizing simplicity and sustainability over material excess.
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Digital tools support ethical consumption, but digital marketing challenges moderation.
Mindfulness and Sufficiency Economy principles enable responsible digital engagement,
prioritizing well-being over material dependency.

Sufficiency Economy Philosophy, introduced by King Bhumibol Adulyadej, the
Sufficiency Economy Philosophy (SEP) emphasizes moderation, reasonableness, and resilience for

sustainable living. It encourages mindful decision-making, self-reliance, and balanced resource
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management to foster long-term stability and happiness. For instance, in community applications,
villages practicing SEP engage in sustainable agriculture, utilize natural resources efficiently, and
prioritize local economies. Similarly, in almsgiving, a family might offer simple meals within their
means, avoiding extravagance and reflecting balance in both generosity and sufficiency.

Sati Dana and Dana with Sati, core Buddhist teachings promote ethical living through
generosity (déana), ethical conduct (sila), and mindfulness (bhavana). “Ethical and Mindful Giving”
is central, ensuring generosity is practiced with clear intention and ethical discernment. For
example, morning almsgiving exemplifies this, fostering spiritual growth. Buddhist economics
further advocates for right livelihood and moderation, aligning material needs with spiritual
development, as seen in businesses prioritizing fair trade and eco-friendly practices.

Buddhist Economics: Ethical and Sustainable Prosperity, Buddhist economics
promotes right livelihood (samma &jiva) and moderation, advocating an economic model where
material needs are harmonized with spiritual well-being. Unlike conventional economic systems
driven by profit maximization, Buddhist economics prioritizes ethical earning, mindful
consumption, and social responsibility. For instance, businesses that align with Buddhist economic
principles may prioritize: Fair trade and ethical labor practices, ensuring that economic activities
do not exploit or harm others. Eco-friendly and sustainable business models, reflecting
Buddhism’s emphasis on interdependence and non-harming (ahifmsa).

The digital era presents both opportunities and challenges for Buddhist ethics,
traditional practices, and economic sustainability. While technology enhances accessibility to
mindfulness tools, ethical guidance, and charitable giving, it also raises critical concerns regarding
authenticity, commercialization, and the erosion of spiritual depth. This section critically examines
the impact of digitalization on almsgiving, mindful consumption, and economic ethics, exploring
the intersection of Buddhist teachings, Buddhist economics, and the Sufficiency Economy
Philosophy as a comprehensive framework for navigating these transformations.

The Ethical Dilemmmas of Digital Almsgiving

Digitalization has profoundly altered traditional Buddhist practices, making almsgiving
(dana) and merit-sharing (pattidana) more accessible through online platforms. However, this
convenience introduces significant ethical dilemmas. Online donations risk reducing almsgiving to
transactional acts, where impulsive contributions, driven by digital marketing, replace genuine

compassion. The rise of for-profit religious campaigns and algorithm-driven fundraising shifts focus
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from community-based engagement to media-driven trends, raising concerns about the
commercialization of faith and the erosion of intentional generosity (cetana). This challenges the
core spiritual integrity of almsgiving, questioning whether digital convenience undermines the
fundamental Buddhist principle of selfless intention.

Navigating Mindful Consumption in the Digital Era

Mindful consumption, a cornerstone of Buddhist ethics and the Sufficiency Economy
Philosophy, faces profound challenges in a hyper-consumerist digital world. While technology
offers tools for eco-conscious choices, they operate within consumerist frameworks, creating a
paradox where mindfulness itself becomes a marketable commodity. Data-driven marketing and
Al-driven consumer analytics exploit psychological vulnerabilities, encouraging desire (taha) and
attachment (upadana) rather than contentment, contradicting the Buddhist emphasis on right
intention (samma safNkappa). Digital platforms thrive on hyper-consumption, disrupting traditional
Buddhist principles of minimalism and self-restraint. This raises critical questions about the
possibility of mindful consumption in an economy designed to stimulate endless desire, and how
Buddhist principles can offer a counter-narrative to the pervasive influence of digital consumerism.

This perspective is consistent with the works of Payutto (1994), Schumacher (1973),
Zsolnai (2011), Brown (2017), and Harvey (2000). Payutto’s Buddhist Economics: A Middle Way
for the Market Place discusses the application of Buddhist principles to economic practices,
focusing on sustainability, moderation, and ethical consumption. Schumacher's Small Is Beautiful:
A Study of Economics as if People Mattered introduces Buddhist economics as a framework that
prioritizes well-being and sustainability over profit, critiquing exploitative practices. Zsolnai's
Spirituality and Ethics in Management highlights Buddhist perspectives on ethical consumption
and right livelihood, emphasizing their implications for sustainability. Brown's Buddhist Economics:
An Enlightened Approach to the Dismal Science explores how Buddhist principles such as
compassion, mindfulness, and ethical living integrate with modern economic challenges. Finally,
Harvey's An Introduction to Buddhist Ethics: Foundations, Values, and Issues provides insights into
right livelihood and ethical practices from a Buddhist perspective, including their relevance to
contemporary economic systems. These references collectively offer a robust foundation for
understanding how Buddhist principles inform economic practices that align with sustainability

and ethical living.
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Challenges and Integration of Buddhist Economics in the Digital Age

Buddhist economics—centered on right livelihood, ethical wealth, and sustainability
faces tensions with digital capitalism, where sacred symbols are commodified and data-driven
profit models conflict with non-exploitative values. The rise of “Buddhist wellness” industries
raises concerns over authenticity versus commercialization. While systemic application remains
difficult, the Sufficiency Economy Philosophy (SEP) offers a practical framework aligned with
Buddhist ethics, promoting moderation, resilience, and sustainable well-being in both individual
and societal contexts.

Mindful Almsgiving with Buddhist Values

Mindful almsgiving emphasizes giving with ethical intention (samm@ saNkappa),
compassion, and non-attachment, aligning with core Buddhist values. It transforms giving from a
mere transaction into spiritual cultivation and social harmony. Scholars such as Harvey (2000),
Gombrich (2009), and Payutto (1995) affirm that true generosity lies in the giver’s intention and
awareness. Example: Donating to an online temple fund with reflection and compassion—rather
than for public recognition—illustrates mindful digital d@na in practice.

Buddhist Principles: Fostering Social Engagement and Ethical Well-being

Buddhist teachings provide a holistic ethical foundation for social and environmental
well-being, with mindful almsgiving playing a key role in cultivating compassion, merit, and
interconnectedness. As emphasized in Anguttara Nik@ya 8:36 and Dhammapada Verse 354,
generosity guided by mindfulness and right intention is a powerful form of ethical action that
benefits both self and society. Contemporary research—from Thich Nhat Hanh (2008) to
Lyubomirsky (2007) supports the idea that intentional giving fosters both spiritual growth and
happiness.

Mindful almsgiving is not simply a religious act, but a transformative social practice
rooted in compassion and ethical awareness, contributing to sustainable happiness and collective
well-being. Example: A person who regularly donates to environmental charities with the
intention to reduce suffering and protect life—while reflecting mindfully on their action—is
practicing mindful almsgiving in both spiritual and ecological dimensions.

Mindful Almsgiving: A Foundation for Ethical Social Engagement

Mindful almsgiving, grounded in Buddhist teachings, centers on right intention,

compassion, and non-attachment. It ensures giving is ethical, moderate, and meaningful—
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extending even to online contexts where authenticity and awareness are key. Rooted in
Dhammapada Verse 354 and Anguttara Nikdya 8:36, it fosters personal merit, reduces social
inequality, and strengthens communal harmony.

Mindful almsgiving is a transformative act—it cultivates inner virtue while generating
outward social impact, embodying the Middle Way between spiritual discipline and
compassionate action. Example: Donating school supplies to underserved students via a trusted
online platform—uwith thoughtful reflection and no expectation of recognition—exemplifies
mindful almsgiving that benefits giver, receiver, and society.

Technology’s Role in Enhancing Buddhist Social Engagement

Technology has significantly reshaped Buddhist practice by expanding access to
teachings and fostering virtual communities. Platforms like YouTube and meditation apps (e.g.,
Insight Timer, Calm) democratize Dhamma, enabling spiritual growth across geographic and
cultural boundaries (Cheong et al., 2012). Academic studies (Campbell & Teusner, 2011; Helland,
2016) affirm that digital spaces support religious expression and broaden participation beyond
traditional temple settings, this digital shift also raises concerns about authenticity,
commercialization, and passive engagement, challenging the depth of spiritual commitment.
While technology offers tools for mindfulness and ethical reflection, it risks reducing practice to
convenience unless anchored in intention and awareness.

Technology is a powerful enabler for Buddhist engagement, but without mindful
intention, it risks diluting spiritual depth. The key is balancing accessibility with authenticity.
Example: A lay practitioner in a remote village attending daily gsuided meditation via a mindfulness
app—while also setting time for offline reflection and ethical living—demonstrates the potential

of technology when used with awareness and purpose.

CONCLUSION

Digital technology has transformed Buddhist practice, enabling global connectivity,
accessible teachings, and virtual communities. Platforms such as YouTube, Insight Timer, and live-
streamed rituals promote intercultural dialogue and daily mindfulness across diverse populations
(Cheong et al., 2012; Helland, 2016).

However, these advancements come with critical challenges:
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1. Superficial Engagement: The convenience of online rituals risks reducing spiritual
depth, weakening mindful intention and ethical reflection.

2. Commercialization of Faith: The commodification of Buddhist items and services
contradicts core values of non-attachment and spiritual integrity, raising ethical concerns for
leadership and transparency (Numrich, 2008).

3. Misinformation and Exploitation: Digital platforms can spread doctrinal distortion
and scams, undermining public trust in Buddhist institutions.

4. Technological Overdependence: Overreliance on apps or digital tools may erode
self-discipline and diminish the transformative potential of Buddhist practice (Lomas et al., 2015).

Technology offers powerful tools for spreading the Dhamma and engaging new
audiences, but its integration must be guided by Buddhist ethics and sufficiency principles. To
preserve authenticity and promote compassionate action, digital Buddhist engagement must

emphasize intention, moderation, and ethical discernment in both practice and leadership.

DISCUSSION

The digital era presents both unprecedented opportunities and complex ethical
challenges for Buddhist practice. Integrating Buddhist principles into digital life especially in areas
like mindful almsgiving, technological engagement, and artificial intelligence (Al) offers a path
toward ethically grounded innovation and social transformation.

Mindful Almsgiving in the Digital Space

Rooted in right intention (samma-safNkappa) and non-attachment (anupadana),
mindful almsgiving must maintain authenticity and ethical clarity, especially online. In digital
spaces where convenience can overshadow reflection, the act of giving must remain grounded in
compassion and sustainability. Online donations, for example, should support meaningful causes
without reinforcing consumerist behavior or self-promotion. Practicing generosity in moderation
ensures that giving uplifts both donor and recipient without causing harm or hardship.

Ethical Engagement with Technology

Technology’s capacity to democratize access to the Dhamma—through apps, virtual
meditation sessions, and online communities—aligns with the Buddhist value of inclusivity.
However, these tools must complement rather than replace traditional spiritual practices.

Anchored in the Middle Path (majjhima patipadad), digital engagement should be guided by
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mindfulness (sati) and moral discipline (slla) to prevent distraction, overconsumption, or spiritual
superficiality. Education on mindful technology use is essential to promote digital habits that
support mental clarity, social equity, and ethical awareness.

Al and Buddhist Ethics

Artificial intelligence, though lacking sentience, carries profound ethical implications.
When developed and applied within the framework of non-harm (ahimsa) and right livelihood
(samma-ajlva), Al can enhance human well-being—supporting healthcare, education, and
compassionate governance. However, risks such as biased algorithms, exploitation of labor, and
overreliance on Al for emotional or spiritual support must be addressed. Buddhist principles
caution against attachment to technological solutions and urge the cultivation of ethical
discernment in Al development, ensuring it remains a tool for compassion (karuna) and wisdom.

Toward Harmonious Integration

The integration of Buddhist values with digital advancement is not merely an ethical
safeguard—it is a transformative opportunity. A mindful approach to almsgiving, a balanced
relationship with technology, and a compassion-driven development of Al can collectively foster
a more humane and spiritually aligned digital future. This requires ongoing reflection, ethical
leadership, and community education to ensure that innovation serves both individual liberation

and collective well-being.
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Abstract

This article has two primary objectives: (1) to study the methods of translating the
meaning of Pali vocabulary, and (2) to present a Buddhist Communication Innovation Pali through
2 st century language. This is a documentary research study that collects data from the Tipitaka,
Pali grammar treatises, and related academic documents. The data were analyzed through
content analysis and presented using descriptive and analytical methods.

The findings reveal that:
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(1) The method for interpreting the meanings of Pali words according to the Tipitaka is
based on five principles of Nirutti (etymology), namely: 1) addition of letters, 2) rearrangement of
letters, 3) transformation of letters, 4) deletion of letters, and 5) expansion of root meanings. The
key principle is understanding meanings through the combination of letters and letter
transformations to determine the meaning of Pali vocabulary.

(2) The Buddhist Communication Innovation Pali through 2st century language applies
Nirutti principles, letter-based meaning interpretation, and letter transformation to transliterate Pali
sounds written in Thai script into the Latin alphabet. This transliteration aligns with phonetic
patterns in the Indo-Aryan language family and adjusts sounds to correspond with English. This
approach reveals identical word forms between Pali and English. Meaning is conveyed through a
communicative translation approach, enhancing the effectiveness of communication and
achieving its purpose: fostering understanding of Pali vocabulary meanings through an
international language.

This study involving communities looks at the lifestyles of people living there in order to learn
about various problems and how they have come about in order to consider the issues and, with
the co-operation of the communities, to observe the problems that have occurred in order to
provide basic knowledge. This has been so as to be able to study the problems, step by step,
and to look at their causes. Reviewing the problems in such a way will lead to creative ideas that
will contribute to the process of finding ways to resolve the issues. This may require some time
to study the problems and to find out more information about the causes and the consequences
(Somkiat Nakatok, BE 2558 (2015): 57) based on the growth of the economy, society, technology

an d population growth. Today, natural resources are limited and if we cannot find a good solution
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to manage it, it may lead to environmental pollution or the degradation of natural resources.
Community issues that are due to economic reasons are related to the lives of people in
communities that lack development while there are differences between the ways of life in
communities that have already been developed.

When the economy is bad, problems will occur and in order to solve economic
problems, they should be addressed at the community level (Pisan Pratanchawano, BE 2553
(2010): 2). The development of communities is based on fundamental principles to educate
people so that they can support themselves in order that they may think, make decisions and
implement solutions that meet their own needs.

Collective social problems are a serious issue that will affect the development of a
small community and they will migrate to larger communities (Kamontip Khungtumneum, BE
2556 (2013): 66-72). "In order to manage a reduction in debt, dependency on external sources
should be reduced and a focus be put on integrating thoughts while actions should be taken to
take responsibility for the problem and to learn from all the parties involved."

Contribute to communities safely and in a drug-free way, and look beyond social
problems that will lead to environmental problems (Patama Waiwutinant, and faculty. BE 2554
(2011): 576) that will lead to pollution. The environment is already degraded with the major
causes being population expansion and inappropriate lifestyles.

Here are some definitions for the key words at the end of the abstract above:

"Involvement" refers to the status of everyone who lives in a community together who
is involved in communal responsibilities, who takes care of things, is mindful, has rights and
freedoms to express his or her ideas and views, and is in touch with agencies that help the
community while performing other tasks together with helping with community development
planning and to fix any problems that may occur.

"Community" means a village, a house, a place to live or where people work together
in the same area whether they are located in a town or in a rural area.

"Sustainability" means developing people in the community to have good knowledge
and good well-being of current and future generations.

"ASEAN" refers to 10 countries of which Thailand is one member, with the list of
member countries being Thailand, Laos, Cambodia, Vietnam, Malaysia, Myanmar, Philippines,

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Getting involved with the community

A community is a group of people living together in the same area who have
relationships with one another that are based on many factors, such as family ties, religion and
traditions, but who are divided by geography, culture and social status (Nitra Kitreerawutiwong,
and faculty, 2557: 110-121). Communities sustain relationships and feelings of togetherness up to
the point that inhabitants share the same religion, traditions, system of government and culture,
communicating and learning together. To achieve common objectives, communities are able to
form groups that are based on many characteristics including geography, culture and social status
and by assigning these characteristics and this will help us to understand their lifestyles clearly
(Naidoo & Willis, referring to Nitra Kitreerawutiwong, BE 2557 (2014):111)

For example:

1) Grouped together according to geography, which refers to people gathered together
with clear boundaries, such as people in a village who will have common interests;

2) Grouped by culture which refers to communities that are socially related and which
share the same culture and traditions, such as Chinatown for Chinese people;

3) Grouped according to social status with castes and nobility and which share
knowledge resources to help solve the problems of the community.

Communities in these various aspects face many problems today but these problems
may be resolved by studying information and through consultations and an exchange of
knowledge about the community up to the point that it is a socially-connected community.
Human society is based on relationships between community groups and it begins with the
development of the well-being of the community that is relevant to the economy, society and
environment in order for there to be harmony in the community. (Assoc. Prof. Dr. Vasina
Chandrasiri, accessed on September 1, BE 2559 (2016)). The social landscape is the coexistence
of human beings and the environment, according to the geographical relationship with each other,
to achieve a balance of environmental, social and economic conditions, with, most importantly,
the development of natural resources and conservation, coupled with the development of
people.

Hence, the important problem is about the daily lives of a community's inhabitants
and community development has a role to play with the issues being divided according to the
situations outlined above. These are factors that will bring an approach to community
management and can address problems for communities that have ethnic, religious and cultural
issues which affect society and can create many more cultural problems of being together in
terms of language, clothing, eating and living including living a life without any clear objectives
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(Atchara Pothiyanon, refers to Nithra Kitreerawutiwong, BE 2557 (2014):111) By breaking down the
community into various elements we can see how communities have important groupings. When
there is a group of people there is territory, there are regulations based on culture, race and social
relations with the purpose and objective of living together being to communicate and to learn
from each other.

Community Identify Building

The causes or factors contributing to social problems can be categorized as follows:

1) Social change, especially concerning the structure and function of society, which
impacts how people live and adapt, as well as how various institutions adjust to the changing
environment. For instance, consider social change in terms of class structure. Previously, upward
mobility into the upper class was solely determined by lineage, with the upper class providing
protection to those of lower status. Today, everyone has the opportunity to become part of the
upper or leadership class through education, perseverance, professional endeavor, diligence, and
endurance. The old bonds are largely gone, as the lower class is no longer tied to the upper class
by received wages. And the upper class no longer needs to provide protection to the lower class;
if someone can't perform, they're out, or their salary or other agreed-upon benefits are withheld.
Everyone lives independently, fending for themselves. There's an unprecedented level of
freedom without strong ties, with neither protectors nor loyal subjects.

2) Certain social environmental factors, such as economic conditions, family
structure, education, religion, various mass media, societal values, and the influence of Western
culture.

3) Social disorganization. This refers to situations where certain individuals violate or
refuse to conform to established norms and practices that society deems appropriate, or they
don't adapt to new values widely accepted and considered suitable by the majority. This disrupts
the social structure and leads to various problems. This disorganization often stems from changes
in how we live and work. In the past, people's lives were centered around small-scale, family-
based industries. Some families might have grown rice, raised animals, cultivated vegetables, or
performed other trades like being a bricklayer, responsible for mixing cement, pouring
foundations, plastering, and finishing houses. Today, work is highly specialized and fragmented.
You have distinct roles: farmers, vegetable growers, livestock breeders, cement pourers,
plasterers, finishers, and even door and window makers. The overall work is broken down into
many specialized parts. In the industrial sector, comfortable environments can lead to high
productivity, yet they cannot resolve disputes between employers and employees. Similarly,
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while we can produce numerous, highly functional, and aesthetically pleasing automobiles that
facilitate transportation, we cannot prevent or reduce car accidents. For every member of society
to live peacefully, orderly, and with good relationships To live peacefully and help one another,
individuals must adhere to the norms, statuses, and roles already established within every society.
Relationships among people in society will encompass cooperation, competition, exploitation,
compromise, and mutual benefit. (Natchalada Phichitbanchakan, BE 2530 (1987): 5-9).

Community Problems, Both Theoretical and Behavioral.

The nature and significance of community problems.

Theoretically the problems associated with engaging with community members, as
their numbers increase when people on the community, lead various

1) Economic problems are extremely significant for community. If a community faces
economic hardship, its way of life may not proceed, normally, leading to social unrest, confusion,
and a lack of peace. This can result in social migration within the community, Households will
migrate out of the community to seek employment elsewhere. This leads to instability within the
community as people prioritize their own survival, abandoning their homes for other places in
search of the comfortable living they desire, often referred to as “being well-off.”  (Usanee
Wanalai, as cited in Nitra Kitreerawutiwong, BE 2557 (2014): 114). In Thailand current economic
structure and social conditions, encompassing both urban and rural societies, economic leaders
have more opportunities, power, and involvement in decision-marking, This has an influence on
the community, evident in statements like, “l have to live hand-to-mouth; | don’t have time to
participate in any village activities.” Therefore, community development to improve the living
condition of this group of people is essential.

2) Social problems in communities are considered to be the most important issue.
Society is not peaceful because of a lack of stability in the relationships between families, friends
and neighbors. Life and work is restrained and people do not put their hearts into it. Most people
have a high education but still find it hard to earn a living and there is not unity among people
with there being frequent reports of corruption and bad news stories in newspapers and online
media. (Borwornsak Uwanno, refers to this in a research paper by Jaruwan Sukumalpong, BE 2556
(2013): 2-20). Corruption in the public sector is destructive to society and causes much damage
to Thailand. Although corruption is bad, it can be seen in society at all levels whether it be
government officials or politicians at the local or the national level. Currently, the issue of

corruption has developed and expanded in all parts of the government and the private sectors.
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3) Environmental problems in the community are very important to the economy
and to society. If the environment is destroyed, for whatever reason, this will have an impact on
people in all societies because the environment helps to filter the air and protects the condition
of the atmosphere to enable human beings and other life forms to survive and be safe. Now the
environment has been degraded by people in society seeking to benefit from the exploitation of
natural resources, such as rivers and harvesting wood from trees in the jungle, up to the point of
even killing mankind as a result of this (Nattawat Suntornwaritichoke, BE 2556 (2013):2). In the
past the Thai Government focused on and gave priority to accelerating economic development
from only one aspect. As a result natural resources and the environment have been dramatically
and quickly broken down until there was a lack of balance causing environmental problems and
pollution that occurs with greater severity and this has affected people both directly and

indirectly.

Problems From Issues of Involvement

Various problems as outlined above are the main issues and they are important for
communities in that they may not be able to avoid them. It is true to say that "wherever there is
somebody, there is a problem." People create problems, planning them from the beginning.
Everyone in the community is related to the economy, the way of life and livelihood. But they
are not involved in the development, production, consumption and distribution. They are
involved in the social aspects of the community but the people in society are not involved in

the environment or in environmental protection.

This is a problem of involvement without responsibility and leads to the following:

1) The cause of economic problems (Assoc. Prof. Dr.Sungsidh Piriyarangsan, BE
2556 (2013): 2-19) Mcmullan regards that corruption affects economic development and also
affects the political stability of the country in many ways such as by creating injustices,
inefficiencies and by creating a lack of public trust in government.

2) Causes of social problems (Jaruwan Sukumalpong, BE 2556 (2013): 2-20).
Corruption slows down growth and social development due to the inappropriate allocation of
budgets and resources for various development projects. In addition, this also makes foreign
countries or international organizations unwilling or reluctant to help.

3) The causes of environmental problems (Nattawat Suntornwaritichoke, already
quoted: The condition of natural resources and environmental problems, whether they be at a
local level or the national level would be no different, and this results from forestry and jungle
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issues, soil problems, the invasion of public land problem, waste disposal and sewage problems,
air pollution and waste water problems which are just the beginning.

So it had become as though the community has problems surrounding it as can be
seen in the chart below:

The chart above portrays the issues regarding the problems relating to the community,
the economy, society and the environment. The community is the center for the environment
along with many problems. If we don't know how to administer the community many more
problems will accumulate. The community will not develop in a good way if the people in the
community lack a shared responsibility. The community is involved with society in very many
ways, especially for those who live in the community themselves who will be responsible to look
after and pay attention to resolving problems in the community and who may help develop the

community to be in accordance with objectives laid down.

The Community and the Buddhist Concept of Sustainable of Development
Involvement brings sharing to the community (Asst.Prof.Dr.Orathai Kokpol, BE 2552
(2009):17). Community status means that local governments provide opportunities for citizens to
participate in the establishment of rules and policies and in the decision-making processes of the
local administration for the benefit of the public. This must be based on the fact that the public
must have freedom of thought, be aware of the capabilities of their actions and be willing to
participate (Community Standards Policy Division, BE 2555 (2012):5). Develop the quality of life
and community group. There should be participation by the people living in the community who
come together to make joint decisions driven by the needs and activities of the community
environment and with information processes such as by collecting information from surveys with

questionnaires and then reviewing the data.
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Conducting a survey and analyzing the data uses statistics in order to learn how to
prepare for various development projects for healthy communities by setting guidelines that are
clear and this includes major development projects for improving the capabilities of the
community and important development projects that are related to the locality. The people in
the community must be involved in its development which will help it to grow and be better
than before, to be in a better condition and to provide benefits while the development must be
in a positive way and not cause harm to individuals or to the community. It must gain the trust
or satisfaction from the majority of the people. (Pisan , from the same book, BE 2553 (2010):2).
Development means to change something for the better and improve it until there is satisfaction.

Community Development (The United Nations Educational Scientific and Cultural
Organization, UNESCO, 1982: 111). Community development is a process in which many people
come together with government officials to make the state of the economy, society and the
culture of their community better. Development is a function of planning and management.
[Development = Function (Planning + Management)]. This is giving importance to people in the
community who are at the center of the development and who are those who receive the

benefits from development.

The Philosophy of Community Development is

2) Every human being has the ability or potential;

3) Human capabilities can be improved,

4) The focus is on participation, knowledge and experience for all; and

5) Empowerment is at the individual level and community progress can be achieved

The table that shows the involvement of communities and the philosophy of
development in communities lets us know the roles of communities together in terms of the
development of ASEAN communities, namely communities in Thailand that have joined together
with communities in ASEAN, such as in Laos, Cambodia and Vietnam, that have many cultural
similarities but which differ in two aspects:

1) Hearts and minds. People in different communities have hearts and minds that are
different because they have been raised in different circumstances in terms of religion, cultural
beliefs and traditions, including the social values in the localities where they live, and changing
the hearts and minds of those people is very difficult if not impossible.

2) Behavior. Normally, actions stem from beliefs and, for most people, if they believe
in something, that is how they act, it is in their character, and if we recommend, teach or order
them to do otherwise it will not be possible to change this.

Different traditions are important factors that force communities to comply with their
own social identity which is unique to each community. This is both a strength and a weakness
of a community which can be updated or modified as appropriate.

However, ASEAN communities which have ties between groups of people based on
their geographical environments become more prosperous communities and begin to develop
livelihoods based on societies that have a balanced way of life in terms of the economy, society
and the environment. They hold meetings to consider, plan and take actions regarding what is
necessary to do to improve the productivity and wellbeing of the community. Serious problems
that communities regularly encounter are:

1) Economic problems. Issues on unplanned in living one’s life, Struggling for a living,
borrowing money to sustain one's livelihood. leads to subsequent problems, such as debt
problems, family problems, and so on.

2) Social problems. These stem from the fact that communities are not properly
taken care of and that external organizations such as capitalists and monetary authorities are
taking advantage of them by using their power incorrectly, creating false values such as corruption,
for example, in the community.

3) Environmental problems. Being uninterested, indifferent or simply ignoring the
conservation of natural resources and the environment which benefits the community. These
problems will be a lesson for people in the community by awakening them to seek relevant

solutions for the community.
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Being involved with the community is an identity which means participation in the
community which can be looked at in many ways, such as having a way of life according to the
geographical conditions where it is possible to clearly differentiate the boundaries of the
community. Another way to look at a community is by its culture which describes a relationship
between communities that have a shared cultural heritage.

Looking at communities by breaking them down into groups is a way of assigning social
classes or castes according to their status in life. Not that everyone will have this status, but if
they can help each other to solve economic, social and environmental problems the community
will develop in a positive way and will be a strong and high-quality community that is safe from
external threats and capable of withstanding various dangers and will not come under the
influence of powerful forces or become a tool of capitalists or influential persons and will make
plans, administer and manage activities for the internal development of the community by itself.

The fact that communities are capable of making plans, conducting activities and
carrying out self-development is because they have people who are involved with others in the
community. Today, the ASEAN Community has very many activities that are conducted together.
For example, there is the conference to exchange mutual knowledge in research and academic
studies which is a way to develop the foundations of thought that will bring about other benefits.
Yet another is the bonding of relations within the ASEAN Community to enhance mutual
understanding, familiarity, friendship and co-operation.

Thus, community involvement means participation in the development of the
community in an enduring way according to the philosophy of community development that says
that human beings, no matter of what race or which language they speak, love and honor being
human. Every person has the capability or potential to have a career and earn a living or, even if
they work in other ways, they should have the capability of developing themselves. Everyone
will have importance by participating in knowledge and experience and everyone should receive
the creation of strength in an attractive way while communities should receive educational
development, the development of skills and there should be an exchange of knowledge along

with benefits from work so that there is peace within the community.

Conclusion

The problems with involvement for communities stem from economic problems,
Development should follow the Buddhist community development plan by sharing kindness and
goodwill, willingly offering material things, and showing mutual respect with honor and dignity.
Initially, human development should be emphasized through encouragement, knowledge and
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providing social, and environmental problems, along with the identify of the diverse ASEAN
community issues both theoretically and behaviorally, will lead to development.

Social problems and environmental problems should be addressed through
community development according to Buddhist philosophy. This should also be by sharing
kindness and friendship while willingly providing materials and showing mutual respect with honor
and dignity. The development of human beings first should be emphasized along with providing
moral support by supporting and providing an opportunity to show knowledge and capabilities
by helping to consistently provide education that will help with self-development along with
boosting self-confidence. Opportunities should also be provided for people to express
themselves and to have an ongoing role to play in community activities in a sincere and honest
way.

To summarize, it deems beneficial to combine thinking, the brain and experience
together with knowledge and capabilities in the planning, development and progress for the
advancement of the community in a moral and ethical way. Community problems are important
national problems and everyone will have a part in their continuing development while

communities have an involvement in ASEAN.

Recommendation

foundation for future improvements and sustainable and development.

From the collection of primary data and related literature, it was found that temples
are places for religious activities, built for religious use, and are the center of the community. In
building a temple, anyone with faith who has land as their property and wishes to build a temple
can donate the land to build a temple and invite monks to perform their duties until the number
is reached. Then, the royal boundary of the royal temple is tied. It can be divided into 3 types:
royal temples, public temples, and abandoned temples. The maintenance and management of
religious properties of temples requires the National Office of Buddhism to prepare an annual
budget for the central religious properties with the approval of the Sangha Supreme Council.

The state has the discretion to consider the construction of temples, starting with the
district chief, provincial governor, the National Office of Buddhism, and the prime minister, and
the Sangha organizations, including the district abbot, provincial abbot, and the Sangha Supreme
Council. When permission is granted to build a temple, the construction of the building is carried
out according to the approved model. When the temple is built as evidence and ready to be a
place for monks to stay, the construction report and the temple name are submitted to the
district chief to establish it as a temple. The consideration will probably adhere to the same
principles and methods as the construction of a temple, which is that the state still has the
discretion to grant permission or not.

Therefore, when the temple is completed, temple administration is necessary to learn
to keep up with the changes in society in the present era. Systematic temple administration will
result in a shady temple that is pleasant to live in, inviting people to participate in religious
activities, and also being a role model for people who come to see it. Temple administration
makes the operations within the temple more systematic, making it convenient to coordinate,
resulting in efficiency and savings in operations. The operations can be monitored by monks,
novices, and laypeople who are assigned to perform various duties of each role, such as
administration, religious propagation, religious education, educational assistance, public utilities,
and public assistance.

In contrast, Thailand lacks a dedicated
legal framework to regulate the use of Al in its customs operations.

Based on this comparative insight, the article proposes policy recommendations to
support the development of legal and regulatory mechanisms for Al governance in the Thai
customs context. Key policy areas include Al impact assessments, algorithmic oversight, grievance
redress mechanisms, and remedies for affected individuals. By addressing the intersection of law
and emerging technolosgies, this article contributes to the academic discourse in the field of Law
and Technology and offers a normative framework for the ethical and fair use of Al in the Thai
public sector.

Academic article: Understanding Khun Chang Khun Phaen to understand society.
Reflection on the issue of educational management from the story of Chun Chang Khun Phaen.
A study of the literature of Khun Chang Khun Phaen with the following objectives: 1) to study the
characteristics of the story of the literature, Khun Chang Khun Phaen; 2) to study the educational
management of plays during the era when the literature, Khun Chang Khun Phaen, was composed.
In addition, the study was conducted within the scope of literature composed during the period
when the influence of science and technology from the West had not yet spread into Thai society.
The results of the study found that: 1) the story, Khun Chang Khun Phaen, has continuously
developed for more than 400 years, transforming from a true story into a fable, from a fable into
a sermon, from oral literature to written literature, and from folk literature to royal literature. The
sermon of Khun Chang Khun Phaen has been praised by the Literature Club as the best sermon
of verse. 2) The educational management of the sermon of Khun Chang Khun Phaen is a story
composed based on a true story that occurred in the Ayutthaya period, from the late reign of
King Borommatrailokkanat to the reign of King Ramathibodi I, for which there is evidence. As for
when the composition of this literature began, it is assumed that it began during the reign of King
Naresuan the Great and was compiled into a book. Many different textbooks have been used to
manage education up until the present.

Therefore, studying the literature of Khun Chang Khun Phaen will make the learner
know about the educational management that appeared in the time when this literature was
composed and can be used as a guideline for studying the issue of reflection on “educational
management” from the story of Khun Chang Khun Phaen in the course ED 62212 Seminar on
Thai Language Teaching Methodology in more depth. It will also promote learners to “understand
Khun Chang Khun Phaen in order to understand society” more.
