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3. A Study of English Teaching Method of Teacher in Khmer Buddhist

High School at Tra Vinh Province in Vietnam by Kim Rach Ta Na Veerakamn
Kanokkmalade and Nilratana Klinchan Department of Foreign Language, Faculty of
Humanities, Mahachulalongkornrajavidyalaya University, The results of this research found
that 1. According to interviews with teachers who had in English teaching method in 4 skills
in a general test of teachers who are teaching in Khmer Buddhist high school at Tra Vinh in
Vietnam. While the English speaking had 7 participants, 5 participants are in English writing
and reading, and 3 participants are in English listening, and consisting of 5 participants are
liked on Ensglish conversation, while 7 participants are liked on English grammar, and 4
participants are liked on English vocabulary and pronunciation, which general test in English
teaching method that most teachers are liked on English speaking and English conversation
method. 2. The discovering interview questions with teachers at Khmer Buddhist high school,
all of the teachers still get the problems while they were teaching English in the class. When
they explained to students, they used the Khmer language 50% and English language 50%
while they are teaching, they tried to translate from English into their mother tongue that
was the big problem. The solution English teaching needed the students to read understand
all the passages but did not force them to translate them. English teacher had created the
group to give an idea when they finished class. They had found out the problems how to
make students interested and pay attention while they were teaching.
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18. Smart home for YOLD in Thailand by Burutsakorn Winitpittayakul and
Yanhong Hou School of International Pharmaceutical Business, China Pharmaceutical
University, Nanjing Jiangsu, China, From the statistics of the number of elderly people in
2021, it was found that Thailand has a total population of 66,666,666 people, 12,462,010
people aged 60 years and over, 1,396,343 people aged 80 years and over. From a situation,
the Thai government has continued the action plan for the elderly (2002-2022) and prepare
Thai society to become an aging society completely in the year 2021. There are still some
operations that need to be improved. For Thailand Smart home market trends, social
middle-class people with income and having purchasing power will be the purchaser of the
product. In Thailand, the Siam Cement Company Limited focuses on the convenience of
living energy saving and health-enhancing devices for residents that can be controlled by
using a smartphone. The advantages of smart homes are that they can be controlled
through an application and operate the home devices via smartphone or tablet is a
decentralized system, if one of the devices is broken but other devices will still be able to
operate normally, highly flexible in use and can add additional devices to the system There
is no need to modify the whole system. Operate only by installing additional equipment to
the control point to enable interoperability. This makes the system maintenance costs
relatively low because if there is damage, it can fix only the point, no need to modify the
whole system.

19. The motivation of the elderly to use the Bangkok Metropolitan
Medical Service Application in Bangkok Metropolitan Region by Burutsakorn

Winitpittayakul and Yanhong Hou School of International Pharmaceutical Business, China
Pharmaceutical University, Nanjing Jiangsu, China, The results of the study found that most
of the samples were Male, 60-65 years old, Bachelor's degree or equivalent, Retired, Civil
servant/state enterprise have marital status have low average monthly income 30,000-
140,000 baht. Behavior of the elderly regarding the use of medical applications, it was found
that the respondents had a level of opinion on the marketing mix factor (X = 3.26) when
considering each aspect. Sorted from dog to dog as follows: Person (X = 3.32) followed by
marketing promotion and the last place is price (X= 3.16) respectively. Comments on Elderly

Motivation to Use Medical Services Applications, it was found that the respondents had the
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elderly's motivation level in using the medical service application (X = 3.32) when
considering each item. The top 3 rankings are as follows: Medical service providers providing
necessary information continuously (X = 3.43), followed by family Always giving advice on
how to use the Medical Service Application (x = 3.40) and finally, you are satisfied with the
results of using the Medical Service Application (X = 3.07) accordingly. Compare the motivation
of the elderly to use the medical service application. Classified by demographic factors of
the elderly found that age, occupation, marital status and average monthly income were
different. There are different incentives for using the medical service application. Service
channels, marketing promotion, process and physically, it was found that these four aspects
influenced the motivation of the elderly to use the medical service application in Bangkok
and the Bangkok metropolitan area. Statistically significant.

20. EFFECTIVENESS FOR NETWORK EDUCATION MANAGEMENT OF ART DESIGN
PROGRAM IN COLLEGES AND UNIVERSITIES UNDER LIAONING PROVINCE by Hongbao Li
Chuanchom Chinatangkul and Kamolmal Chaisirithanya Educational Administration, Faculty
of Education, Bankokthonburi University, The objectives of this research were: (1) To examine
the components of the effectiveness of network education management for Art Design
Program in Colleges and Universities under Liaoning Province; and (2) To develop the
implementation guidelines of the effectiveness of network education management for Art
Design Program in Colleges and Universities under Liaoning Province. The research was
mixed methodology design which were comprised of quantitative and qualitative research.
The population included professional instructors, educational administrators in Art Design
Program from 22 colleges and universities, totaling 2193. Sample was 325 professional
instructors, educational administrators with stratified sampling technique. The instruments for data
collection included semi-structured interview, questionnaire, and note taking by Focus Group
Discussion. Data analysis included descriptive statistics and Exploratory Factor Analysis. Major
Findings: (1) The components of the effectiveness of network education management for Art
Design Program in Colleges and Universities under Liaoning province included 5 components:
Network teaching quality management; Network education platform management; Network
education organization management; Network education features management; and Network
education resource management; and (2) The guidelines of the effectiveness of network
education management for Art Design Program in Colleges and Universities under Liaoning
province was found that there were total 15 guidelines: Strengthening the management of

network teaching evaluation system; Establishing network teaching quality assurance system;
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Strengthening the management of network teaching process supervision; Developing
professional network teaching platform; Strengthen platform resource management;
Strengthening intelligent education platform management; Emphasizing network leadership
management; Standardizing network education system management; Paying attention to
people-oriented management; Paying attention to the management of students' interest in
autonomous learning, Paying attention to individualized learning management of students;
Paying attention to the information management of network education; Strengthening
management of network education facilities; Strengthening the management of network
education personnel; and Strengthening the construction of campus network.

21. THE EFFECTIVENESS OF EDUCATION QUALITY MANAGEMENT OF ART DESIGN
PROGRAM IN UNIVERSITES UNDER LIONING PROVINCE By Zhibao Liu Kamolmal
Chawasirithanya and Chuanchom Chinatangkul Educational Administration, Faculty of
Education, Bankokthonburi University, The research findings revealed that: (1) The
components of effectiveness of education quality management of Art Design Program in
universities under Liaoning Province were education quality system, adminwastrative
management, full participation, performance evaluation, and service quality; and (2) The
verification of the components of effectiveness of the education quality management of Art
Design Program in universities under Liaoning Province were found in the conformity with
standard of utility, feasibility, proprietary, and accuracy.

22. EFFECTIVENESS OF ENTREPRENEURSHIP EDUCATION MANAGEMENT IN
COLLEGES AND UNIVERSITIES UNDER LIAONING PROVINCE by Jian Wang Kamolmal

Chaisirithanya and Chuanchom Chinatangkul Educational Administration, Faculty of
Education, Bankokthonburi University, The objectives of this research were: (1) To examine
the components of effectiveness for entrepreneurship education management in colleges and
universities under Liaoning Province; (2) To develop the managerial guidelines of effectiveness
for entrepreneurship education in colleges and universities under Liaoning Province. The
research methodology was a mixed methodology research, including qualitative and
quantitative research. The population of the research consisted of 478 who were
administrators, professors, instructors of entrepreneurship education in universities under
Liaoning Province. The sample size was determined by Krejcie and Morgan’s Table (1970),
obtained by a stratified sampling technique sampling method, totaling 302 samples. The key

informants consisted of the dean of 5 key informants who were instructors, the director of the
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entrepreneurship education project, and dean of Entrepreneurship College with more than 5
years of experience from three outstanding entrepreneurship education colleges and
universities under Liaoning Province, obtained by purposive sampling method. The
instruments used for data collection were semi-structured interviews, five-level rating scale
questionnaires, and Focus Group Discussions Form. The statistics used for data analysis were
frequency, percentage, mean, Standard Deviation (S.D.), and Exploratory Factor Analysis. As
well as the content analysis was employed.The research findings revealed that: (1) There
were five components of effectiveness for entrepreneurship education management which
consisted of Entrepreneurship Educational Management Process, Entrepreneurship Education
Ecosystem, Creation of Pedagogical Entrepreneurship Education, Cultivation of Students” Educational
Innovation and Talent and Enhancement of Students’ Entrepreneurial Competency; and (2) There
were total of 18 managerial guidelines of effectiveness for entrepreneurship education in colleges
and universities under Liaoning Province.

23. KNOWLEDGE MANAGEMENT ON ART DESIGN IN UNIVERSITIES UNDER
LIAONING PROVINCE by Ziming Wang Kamolmal Chaisirithanya and Chuanchom
Chinatangkul Educational Administration, Faculty of Education, Bankokthonburi University,
The research findings revealed that; (1) there are five components of knowledge
management on art design in universities under Liaoning Province which were effecttive
leadership, cultural management, organization structure, information technologys
management and talent management. (2) there were 75 managerial guidelines of knowledge
management on art design in universities under Liaoning Province.

24. Academic Cooperative Model of Preschool Teachers’ Education Program
between Baise and Bangkokthonburi University by Li Yulong Pornthep Muangman and
Peerapong Tipanark Faculty of Education, Bangkokthonburi University, The purpose of this
study is to to find the index of the model and construct an academic cooperative model
between BSU and BTU on the preschool teachers’ education program. This is a study of
quantitative of questionnaire. After the calculation, the reliability and validity of the
questionnaire met the requirements of criteria. The survey collected a total of 219 samples
of teachers and students of the preschool teacher education project in BSU (Baise
University) and BTU (Bangkokthonburi University). The survey is about the cooperation
attitude of the two schools to carry out the preschool teacher education project, the
conditions and content of cooperation needs. Through exploratory factor analysis, based on

the obtained factors, the academic cooperative model is preliminarily constructed. Regarding
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the construction of the academic cooperation model of BTU and BSU on preschool teacher
education projects, a total of 4 common factors and 15 index items were obtained through
the analysis of exploratory factors based on the data of questionnaire survey. Factor model
analysis results show all criteria are met minimum requirement. The data analysis show that

the model fits well with the empirical data. Hench, the model is right.
25. Effects of the Way of Life and Behavior of Monks of Wat Pa on

People Life Quality by Somporn Laochalad and Natthapong Malison Phranakhon
Rajabhat University, The results of the research revealed that the monks of Wat Pa strictly
adhered to the discipline of the Sangha with their practice inherited from the teachers. The
practice of any of Thirteenfold Austere Practice (Dhutanga) was at individual monk’s choice
to seriously refine his own mind from defilements. The practice of monastic observances in
accordance with the inherited patterns based on the intrinsic nature of a person (Carita) of
the individual monk led him to find out the absolute truth. The effects of the monks’
behavior on the quality of life of the people were divided into three aspects, namely
physical aspects in terms of good, strong, refreshed physical health because of performing a
routine; mental aspects in terms of mental health with a bright, pure, delishted mind
because of the joy of having a role model for peace and happiness and also staying in
control of one own emotion when in more developed practice; intellectual aspect in terms
of clear intelligence, clear vision of problems, and immediate solution to problems. With the

depth of wisdom, one can see the conventional truth and eventually the ultimate truth.
